THE LAW
the election of the representatives of the Republic of Slovenia in the European Parliament (ZVPEP)
(unofficial consolidated version no. 6 )
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1
Members or Members (hereafter: MPs) from the Republic of Slovenia in the European Parliament are directly elected by universal and equal suffrage by secret ballot for five years.
This law is the law of the Republic of Slovenia the Council Directive 93/109 / EC of 6 December 1993 laying down detailed arrangements for the exercise of active and passive voting rights in elections to the European Parliament for EU citizens residing in a Member State of which they are not nationals (OJ L no. 329 dated 30. 12. 1993, p. 34) , last amended by Council Directive 2013/1 / EU of 20 December 2012 amending Directive 93/109 / EC as regards certain detailed arrangements for the exercise of passive voting rights in elections to the European Parliament for EU citizens residing in a Member State of which they are not nationals (OJ L. 26 of 26. 1. 2013, p. 27).
Article 2
Member of the European Parliament (hereinafter: MEP) can not be a member of the National Assembly of the Republic of Slovenia (hereinafter: National Assembly) and can not perform executive functions in the local community. MP also may not perform the functions and activities that may not perform a deputy in the National Assembly.
Article 3
Election of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament (hereinafter: elections) called by the President of the Republic. For the day of voting shall be determined Sunday or other non-working day in the period determined by the competent authority of the European Union.
The act on calling the elections shall be published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
Elections shall be first 135 days and no later than 75 days before the vote. From the day of calling the elections until the day of the vote should be at least sixty days.
On the day, which is in the act of calling elections set as the day of calling the elections, time begins to run for election activities.
Article 4
Elections conducted and implemented by electoral authorities designated by the law on elections to the National Assembly.
Article 5
To decide on the legality of acts of electoral bodies in the election of deputies to the European Parliament in an administrative dispute the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Slovenia .
Article 6
Funding for the European Parliament elections are provided in the state budget.
Article 7
For questions which by this Act are not specifically regulated, the provisions of the law on elections to the National Assembly.
Notwithstanding the provisions of the Law on the National Assembly Elections Act and the Political Parties may, at the election on behalf of the list of candidates submitted by political party in the candidature procedure, the election campaign and on the ballot using the name of a political party at European level, which is linked to a political party. The name may be added to the shortened name or abbreviation of the name and symbol of a political party at European level.
Article 8

Article 9
Given the position of deputy, regarding the acquisition and termination of the mandate of deputy, regarding the incompatibility of the office of deputy with other offices, regardless of parliamentary immunity, in terms of material and other conditions for the work of Members in respect of the rights of Members after ceasing to hold office, and on the restrictions and obligations related to the MEP, the the provisions of the regulations of the European Union; for issues with European Union regulations are not regulated, however, the provisions of the Law on Deputies and the provisions of other laws that apply to the Members of the National Assembly.
II. RIGHT TO VOTE

Article 10
The right to elect a deputy to the European Parliament a citizen of (hereinafter: citizen) of the Republic of Slovenia, which has the right to elect National Assembly deputies. The right to be elected as a deputy in the European Parliament as a citizen who has the right to be elected as a deputy of the National Assembly.
The right to vote and to be elected as a deputy in the European Parliament has provided that he has not been deprived of the right to vote, and provided that it is registered in the voting rights, a citizen of another Member State of the European Union on the election day eighteen years age and have a permanent residence permit and permanent residence in the Republic of Slovenia and the registration certificate and registered temporary residence in Slovenia.
Female or male voter (hereinafter: voters) may be in the same election to the European Parliament vote only once and stand on only one list of candidates.
A citizen of the Republic of Slovenia exercise the right to vote for the election of Members of the European Parliament in another Member State, may not exercise voting rights for the election of Members of the European Parliament of the Republic of Slovenia.
The voting rights and the composition of the electoral rolls are regulated by law.
III. ELECTORAL SYSTEM

Article 11
Deputies are elected by proportional representation.
The vote may be on the lists of candidates (hereinafter referred to as candidates).
The area of ​​the Republic of Slovenia is one constituency.
Article 12
Voters may only vote for one list of candidates. A voter can mark the ballot one candidate, which gives it an advantage over other candidates on the list, which is voted (preferential vote).
Article 13
The division of seats among lists of candidates shall be carried out at the level of all countries.
Seats are allocated to the lists of candidates in order of the highest ratios, which are obtained by dividing the number of votes cast for each list of candidates with all the numbers from one to the number of deputies to be elected (d'Hondt system). The list of candidates is elected as many candidates as the number of mandates won sheet.
The candidates who received the highest number of preferential votes. Preferential votes for individual candidates are taken into account, if the number of preference votes each candidate exceeds the index, calculated by dividing the total number of votes cast for the list by double the number of candidates on the list. If you follow this rule is not elected as many candidates as deputies each list are remaining seats are elected on that list the candidates in order of candidates on the list of candidates.
IV. CANDIDATES

Article 14
Candidates for deputies may be nominated by political parties and voters. A list of candidates can be up to as many candidates as deputies to be elected from the Republic of Slovenia.
Article 15
Political parties determine the candidates according to the procedure laid down by their rules. The list of candidates shall be determined by secret ballot.
A political party may submit a list of candidates if it is supported by signatures of at least four members of the National Assembly or at least one thousand voters.
Two or more political parties may submit a joint list of candidates if it is supported by signatures of at least six members of the National Assembly or at least five hundred thousand voters.
On the list of candidates no gender should be represented by less than 40 percent. Each list must be composed in such a way that at least one candidate of each sex figures in the first half of the list.
The lists of candidates which do not comply with the provisions of the preceding paragraph shall be void.
The provisions of the preceding two paragraphs shall not apply to candidate lists containing only one or only three candidates and the candidate, which must be on the candidate list, which are ranked three candidates or candidates, at least one representative of each sex.
Article 16
The list of candidates can be submitted by voters if it is supported by signatures of at least three thousand voters.
On the list of candidates no gender should be represented by less than 40 percent. Each list must be composed in such a way that at least one candidate of each sex figures in the first half of the list.
The lists of candidates which do not comply with the provisions of the preceding paragraph shall be void.
The provisions of the preceding two paragraphs shall not apply to candidate lists containing only one or only three candidates and the candidate, which must be on the candidate list, which are ranked three candidates or candidates, at least one representative of each sex.
Article 17
Each Member and each voter may support only one list of candidates.
Article 18
The list of candidates shall be filed with the Central Election Commission no later than the thirtieth day before the day of voting.
If the list of candidates a candidate who is not a citizen of the Republic of Slovenia, is a national of another Member State of the European Union, must be leaves accompanied by a declaration by the candidate that, in the Member State of the European Union, whose citizen is not deprived of the right to stand for election the European Parliament, information about his citizenship, date and place of birth, last address of residence in a Member State of the European Union, of which he is a national candidate, and the address of his residence in the Republic of Slovenia or if the residence is not in the Republic of Slovenia, the address of his stay the Republic of Slovenia and the statement that no candidate in elections to the European Parliament in any other Member State of the European Union.
The National Electoral Commission shall inform the competent authorities of the other Member States of the European Union on what their citizens as candidates in European Parliament elections in the Republic of Slovenia, and requested that the deadline to be determined, to provide information whether they have the right to stand as a candidate at European Parliament elections deprived.
If the National Electoral Commission the information referred to in the preceding paragraph is not received later than the confirmation list of candidates shall take into account the candidate's statement that, in the Member State of the European Union, whose citizen is not deprived of the right to stand as a candidate in elections to the European Parliament.
If the National Election Commission on the basis of the information referred to in the third paragraph of this article establishes that the candidate was denied the right to stand as a candidate in elections to the European Parliament, the nomination is rejected.
The National Assembly does not approve the election of the deputy, if the National Electoral Commission informs that after the decision approving the list of candidates on the basis of the information referred to in the third paragraph of this article found that the applicant denied the right to stand as a candidate in elections to the European Parliament.
The mandate of the deputy cease if the candidate is elected term of office had already started to exercise, but on the basis of the information referred to in the third paragraph of this article establishes that the candidate was denied the right to stand as a candidate in elections to the European Parliament. Prophet expires on the day the National Assembly finds that created the reason for the termination of the mandate.
The Ministry of the Interior (hereinafter: Ministry), the point of contact for the exchange of information and verification of the electoral rights of a citizen of the Republic of Slovenia, in another Member State of the European Union, where he resides, a candidate in elections to the European Parliament.
Ministry data from the previous paragraph shall verify the Voting Rights Register, which is kept under the law that governs the electoral roll, and forward them to another Member State of the European Union as soon as possible, but no later than five working days after receipt of the request.
V. VOTING AND DETERMINATION OF THE ELECTION RESULT

Article 19
The organization and work at polling stations, voting and determining the outcome of the vote, the provisions of the law on elections to the National Assembly, unless this law provides otherwise.
Article 20
Ballot comprising:
-        voting instructions,
-        serial number and the names of candidates in the order from the list of candidates in each list as well as serial numbers and names of candidates ,

-        name, shortened name or abbreviation of the name and symbol of a political party at European level with which a political party linked to the extent that these data when submitting the list of candidates put forward by political parties.
A voter shall vote by encircling the serial number of the list of candidates for whom to vote. If he would like to give an individual candidate from the list of preferential vote, circling the number in front of the name and surname of the candidate, which gives preferential vote.
Article 21
Results of the elections at a polling station determined by the electoral committee.
Determination of election results begins after all the polls are closed in all Member States of the European Union.
Article 22
The National Electoral Commission shall determine the number of votes received by each list of candidates, how many seats is allocated to an individual list and which candidates from individual lists are elected.
Article 23
The National Assembly confirmed the election of deputies. The decision of the National Assembly in accordance with the law may be appealed to the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Slovenia .
President of the National Assembly shall inform the President of the European Parliament on the outcome of the elections to the European Parliament.
Article 24
President of the National Assembly on the termination of the mandate of deputy and who is elected as a deputy instead of the deputy whose mandate has expired, inform the President of the European Parliament.
SHOW PURIFIED TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS



Law on Elections of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament - ZVPEP (Official Gazette of RS, no. 96/02 ) contains the following transitional and final provisions:

"VI. TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 25
This Act shall apply when the Republic of Slovenia obtained the right to elect deputies to the European Parliament.
Article 26     
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. "


Law Amending the Law on Elections of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament - ZVPEP-A (Official Gazette of RS, no. 22/04 ) amends Title VI. Chapter so that it reads as follows:

"VI. TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS ";

added Article 24a, which reads as follows:

"Article 24a
In the period from the date of accession of the Republic of Slovenia to the European Union by the beginning of the parliamentary term of office 2004-2009 performs the function of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament, seven deputies of the National Assembly, appointed by the National Assembly.
The National Assembly shall appoint seven deputies in the previous paragraph on the proposal of the Commission responsible for elections and appointments (hereinafter referred to as the Committee). ";
adds Article 24b, which reads as follows:

"Article 24b
The Commission shall make a proposal for a single list of candidates on the basis of proposals from parliamentary groups. Group proposes many candidates from among its members, the number of MEPs from the previous article belongs in proportion to the number of deputies elected to the National Assembly on the basis of universal suffrage from the same list at the last general election to the National Assembly. ";
It adds 24.c article, which reads as follows:

"Article 24.c
The National Assembly shall appoint Members of the public vote on the proposed list of candidates as a whole.
Candidates on the list are appointed, if the list of a majority of all deputies.
To carry out the procedures of voting and determining the outcome of the vote is applicable Rules of Procedure of the National Assembly. ";
It adds 24.c article, which reads as follows:

"Article 24.c
If the mandate of a deputy of the National Assembly, who was appointed as a deputy in the European Parliament, unless the expired term of the National Assembly, instead it may appoint a new member of the European Parliament. The appointment is made on the basis of a proposal by the Commission to the parliamentary group, whose member he was deputy whose mandate has expired. ";
It adds 24.d article, which reads as follows:

"Article 24.d
2. The provisions of this Act regarding the incompatibility of the MEP with membership of the National Assembly shall not apply to Members of the European Parliament, appointed by the National Assembly. ";
It adds 24.e article, which reads as follows:

"Article 24.e
9. The provisions of this Act relating to the rights of Members after ceasing to hold office, the Members of the European Parliament, appointed by the National Assembly, used the termination of their mandate Members of the European Parliament if this mandate shall expire later than the mandate of deputy national Assembly. ";

and contains the following final provision:

"7th Article
This Act shall enter into force on the day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".


The Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns - ZVRK (Official Gazette of RS, no. 41/07 ) contains the following final provision:

This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".


Law Amending the Law on Elections of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament - ZVPEP-B (Official Gazette of RS, no. 109/09 ) adds Article 24.f, which reads as follows:

"Article 24.f
By the beginning of the mandate of the European Parliament for the period 2014 to 2019 belong to the mandate of the Eighth Member of the European Parliament in accordance with the third paragraph of Article 13 of this Act, a candidate from that list of candidates, which would have, in accordance with the second paragraph of Article 13 of this Act, this place was reserved regarding the outcome of voting in the election of Slovenian members to the European Parliament on 7 June 2009. ";
and contains the following final provision:

"FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 6
This Act shall enter into force on the day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, and starting from the date of entry into force of the Protocol, which will be amended Protocol. 36 on transitional provisions annexed to the Treaty of Lisbon amending the Treaty on European Union and the Treaty establishing the European Community. ".


Law Amending the Law on Elections of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament - ZVPEP-C (Official Gazette of RS, no. 9/14 ) shall contain the following final provision:

"FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 6
This Act shall enter into force on the day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



Law amending the Law on Elections of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament - ZVPEP-D (Official Gazette of RS, no. 59/17 ) contains the following final provision:

"FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 2
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".
