AMENDMENT No. 66, 20101 -

Gives new wording to Paragraph 6 of Article 226 of 
the Federal Constitution, which provides for the dis-
solution of civil marriage by divorce, thus eliminat-
ing the requirement of prior legal separation for more 
than 1 (one) year or proven de facto separation for 
more than 2 (two) years.

The Directing Boards of the Chamber of Deputies and of the Feder-
al Senate, under the terms of Article 60 of the Federal Constitution, 
enact the following Amendment to the constitutional text:
