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THE LAW
Elections and Referendum Campaign (ZVRK)
(unofficial consolidated version no. 4 )
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1
 (1) This Act regulates the issues of the election campaign for the election of deputies (hereinafter referred to as Members) National Assembly deputies from the Republic of Slovenia in the European Parliament (hereinafter: the elections to the European Parliament), the president or president (hereinafter: President) of the Republic, members and members (hereinafter referred to as members) the representative and individually elected local government bodies and issues relating to the referendum campaign.
(2) The election campaign under this Act, all political advertising and other forms of political propaganda aimed at influencing the decisions voters (hereinafter: voters) voting in elections.
(3) The referendum campaign as advertising and other forms of propaganda whose purpose is to influence the decision of voters voting in the referendum.
(4) The referendum campaign subject to the provisions of the election campaign, unless otherwise provided by law.
(5) The election campaign shall in particular:
-        propaganda in the media, electronic publications and propaganda through the use of telecommunications services,
-        posting and
-        public meetings relating to electoral or referendum campaign (hereinafter: the pre-election rallies).
Article 2
 (1) The election campaign may start 30 days before voting day and must end no later than 24 hours before the polling day.
(2) When the President of the National Assembly shall submit the initiative to collect citizens' signatures for a referendum, to be organized by special publicity about the collection of signatures. Special publicity conducted from the beginning until the completion of the collection of signatures and can be organized by the applicant.
(3) The President of the National Assembly in an appropriate manner, provide public notice of the initiation of the deadline for collecting signatures. Radio Television Slovenia should ensure the free publication of this notice.
(4) Special notification from the second and third paragraphs of this article for the referendum campaign on the local level carried out in the local manner.
Article 3
 (1) The election campaign may organize a single candidate or candidate (hereinafter: the candidate), representative of the proposer of candidates or lists of candidates, political parties or other legal or natural person in the case of a referendum, the legal or natural person who is the initiator of the request for tender referendum, or is interested in the outcome of the referendum (hereinafter referred to as the organizer of the election campaign). Interested natural or legal person referred to in this paragraph is a national of the Republic of Slovenia with the right to vote, an individual performing independent business, sole proprietor or legal person established in the territory of the Republic of Slovenia and, when the Slovenian government so decides, the competent department of the Government of the Republic of Slovenia.
(2) For the implementation of the legality of the election campaign is the responsibility of the organizer of the election campaign. Election campaign organizer is also responsible for those tasks of the election campaign for the implementation of which is authorized in writing by other operators.
(3) The same lists of candidates and individual candidates for the election of deputies of the National Assembly and Members of the European Parliament and the candidates for the election of the President of the Republic may have only one organizer of election campaign.
(4) Each list of candidates and each candidate in the elections for the representative bodies and individual local community can have only one organizer of election campaign.
(5) The lists of candidates and individual candidates in the elections for the representative bodies and individual local communities nominated by territorial organizational units of the same political parties in the various local communities can have a joint organizer of the election campaign.
(6) Any natural or legal person who is the initiator of a request to call a referendum or is interested in the outcome of the referendum can have only one organizer.
( 7 ) Foreign legal entities and natural persons may not organize election campaigns.
( 8 ) The Republic of Slovenia is not permitted to conduct an election campaign for elections in another country.
Article 4
 (1) Pre-election rallies are not allowed on the premises of state authorities, local government, public institutions and other public entities and on the premises of religious communities, except where religious community organizer referendum campaign. Election campaigns shall not be financed by budgetary funds and funds of companies whose invested public capital in the amount of more than 25% and companies that are in their majority ownership except by means which are in accordance with the law governing political parties from the budget of a political party. ( Partly expired )
(2) When the organizers of the referendum campaign union organizations or works councils, they have to explain their positions to members of the right to use appropriate facilities in companies and institutions, in accordance with the collective agreement or internal regulations on trade union activities.
(3) By way of exception is allowed to organize pre-election rallies in the places listed in the first paragraph of this article, if the place is not available in any other building with a hall, in which it would be possible to collect a larger number of people.
(4) The prohibition in the first paragraph of this Article shall not apply to the organization of election meetings in the premises, which are intended mainly for public events.
(5) In the case of the third and fourth paragraphs of this Article, the premises must be made available to all the organizers of the election campaign under equal conditions. The conditions must be published by the owner or operator of the premises no later than 60 days before the voting day in the election or 25 days before the date of the referendum.
( 6 ) Notwithstanding the provisions of the first paragraph of this Article, the Government of the Republic of Slovenia with the decision earmark funds for referendum campaign competent department of the Government of the Republic of Slovenia, where the referendum campaign organizer. The funds, which the referendum campaign for the responsible authorities of the Government of the Republic of Slovenia, may not exceed 25% of the permissible level of costs in the sixth paragraph of Article 23 of this Law. The competent department of the Government of the Republic of Slovenia for the implementation of the referendum campaign may not acquire other assets. Costs competent departments of the Government of the Republic of Slovenia for the implementation of the referendum campaign may not exceed 25% of the permissible level of costs in the sixth paragraph of Article 23 of this Law.
( 7 ) Where a referendum campaign organizer of the local community can earmark funds for referendum campaign a maximum of 25% of the permissible level of costs in the sixth paragraph of Article 23 of this Law.
II. Election and referendum campaigns in the media

Article 5
 (1) For publication of opinion polls and surveys on candidates, lists of candidates, political parties and the referendum question during the election or referendum campaign must in order to ensure transparency and objective information to the public media publisher give trade name or name and seat and address of the contracting authority, payer and provider, the time in which the survey was conducted public opinion and survey the way of their implementation, and response pattern of the respondents, the questionnaire and questions, and measurement error.
(2) Publication of opinion polls and surveys on candidates, lists of candidates, political parties and the referendum question is not permitted 24 hours before polling day and until the closing of polling stations on election day.
Article 6
 (1)  Publishers of mass media not later than 45 days before the voting day at the election or 25 days before the day of voting in a referendum to determine and announce rules (scope, conditions and method) for the use of airtime and newspaper space for the presentation of candidates, political parties and their programs or hearings on the referendum question.
(2) RTV Slovenia during the election campaign providing broadcasting time for presentation of candidates and views on the referendum question in accordance with the statutory provisions governing the Radio Television Slovenia governing political propaganda in the programs of Radio Television Slovenia.
(3)  Issuers of other print and electronic media in a direct or indirect majority public ownership should ensure that all organizers of equal conditions for posting election propaganda messages, the rules from the first paragraph of this article shall ensure the equality of the organizers of the election campaign in the presentation of candidates and their programs, which may be made for specific terms or the space for political parties already represented in parliament or political parties and candidate lists, which are already represented in the representative bodies of local communities, and specific dates or room for political parties and candidate lists, which They not yet represented in the national Assembly or the representative organs of local communities.
Article 7
(1) Media publishers have in the media as such are defined by the regulations of the media, electoral advertising content published with an indication of the client.
(2) In the bulletins, catalogs or other media publication of information posters, pamphlets, banners and video sites without a live picture and telecommunication messages containing advertising content for the campaign must be given subscriber such content. Posters must also include their serial number.
III. POSTING POSTERS
Article 8
 (1) Sticking and posting posters with advertising content for the election campaign (hereinafter: the posters) is allowed to poster areas designated by the local community. The local community must be free, without payment of municipal taxes, provide all the organizers of the election campaign equality in sticking and posting of posters at poster sites, whose number and total area must each election campaign organizer, allow at least basic information of voters in the local community on the list of candidates or candidate or on the referendum question.
(2) The local community can also specify additional poster sites that are the organizers of election campaigns is available only under certain conditions and for a fee.
(3) The local community must be no later than 60 days before the voting day in the election or 25 days before the day of voting in a referendum to make public the conditions for obtaining the right to use the poster sites in the first and second paragraphs of this article.
(4) To remove the posters, mounted or affixed in breach of the provisions of this Article, the responsible municipal department of the local community that the posters be removed at the expense of the organizers of the election campaign.
Article 9
 (1) Posting posters of cities in Article 8 of this law is allowed with the consent of the owner or operator of billboards, buildings, other structures or land.
(2) When the organizers of the election campaign poster posting posters outside the cities without the consent of the preceding paragraph, the owner or operator removes his posters at the expense of the organizer or organizers invite the posters removed immediately. If the organizer within three days of receipt of the posters are not removed, the owner or operator shall remove the posters at the expense of the organizer.
(3) For the installation of posters from the first paragraph of this article shall be prescribed by special permit and levy municipal taxes.
Article 10
 (1) Sticking or destroying posters of other election campaign organizer is prohibited.
(2) During the election silence is forbidden to glue and install the new posters.
Article 11
 (1) The organizers of election campaign shall not later than 15 days after polling day to remove all your posters and other advertising poster locations in Articles 8 and 9 of this Act.
(2) Inspection of the local community or local community service police shall be after the deadline specified in the preceding paragraph, order the removal of posters at the expense of the organizers of the election campaign and impose a fine in accordance with Article 33 of this Law. An appeal against the decision shall stay its execution.
IV. Pre-election meetings

Article 12
 (1) To organize election rallies subject to the provisions of the law governing public gatherings, unless this law provides otherwise.
(2) The elections campaign organizer must sign a pre-election rally at least 48 hours before the competent police station.
Article 13
 (1) Pre-election rally held on public roads, the organizer of the election campaign to sign competent police station not later than three days prior to the meeting.
(2) If the result of the rally from the previous paragraph should be limited, redirect, or prohibit the marketing, the election campaign organizer application from the previous paragraph an authorization from the competent authority to limit the traffic or road closure in the area of ​​the rally for the duration of the pre-election rally.
V. FINANCING election and referendum campaigns

Article 14
 (1) The organizer of the election campaign can be obtained contributions to the election campaign of natural persons. Contributions to individual natural persons together for a single election campaign shall not exceed ten average gross monthly wage per worker in the Republic of Slovenia, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia for the previous year. Donations single individual in cash for each electoral campaign allowed up to a maximum amount of 50 euros, higher cash contributions must be paid through banks, savings banks or other legal entities, in accordance with the regulations governing payment services, providing payment services ( hereinafter referred to as the payment service providers). In contributing cash contribution in cash to the natural person in addition to the amount of a given amount is the organizer of the election campaign to communicate the details of name, surname,
(2) In addition to the cash receipts in the preceding paragraph, the contribution to the election campaign as any non-monetary contribution, a free service for the organizer of the election campaign, the commitment or the provision of services of the organizers of the election campaign or the sale of goods to the organizer of the election campaign under the conditions that the organizer of the election campaign put in a more favorable position than other beneficiaries of services or goods as the buyers of these persons. As a contribution is not considered work undertaken by the organizer of the election campaign made a natural person, if this is not obliged to issue an invoice.
(3) The organizer of the election campaign and the natural person who performs services for the organizers of the election campaign or sells goods must conclude a relevant contract in writing.
(4) The organizer of the election campaign can only obtain a loan from banks and loans under the same conditions as other persons. A loan is not considered to finance election campaigns.
(5) State bodies, local authorities, legal persons of public and private law and sole proprietors and individuals engaged in an activity should not fund the election campaign, unless the law provides otherwise. Legal entities of private law, aimed at the creation of non-profit, can contribute contributions to the referendum campaign.
(6) The organizer of the election campaign may not receive funds for the election campaign of foreign natural and legal persons. The organizer of the election campaign for European Parliament elections may acquire funds for the election campaign contributions from nationals of the Member States of the European Union under the conditions and in the manner under this Act apply to domestic natural persons.
(7) The elections campaign organizer is a natural person, may transfer funds from your transaction account to a special bank account in the amount of ten average gross monthly wage per worker in the Republic of Slovenia, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia for the previous year. The organizer of the election campaign, which is a political party may transfer funds from your regular transaction account at a specific bank account up to the amount specified in Article 23 of this Law, depending on which election it. The contribution of political parties and other charges together shall not exceed the amount allowed under Article 23 of this Law. The organizer of the referendum campaign, that the person referred to in the second sentence of the fifth paragraph of this Article,
(8) Contributions from the first and second paragraphs of this article is not included in the assets held by the natural person assigned to the financing of political parties in accordance with the provisions of the law governing political parties.
(9) Payment service providers shall be liable for the payment of contributions to the organizer of the election campaign in addition to the amount of a given amount is the organizer of the election campaign to communicate the information enabling the identification of the payer (name, tax identification number and address of the natural person or individual who is self-employed, or data on the company, registration number and seat and business address of the legal entity or individual entrepreneur), and other information are transmitted together with the payment transaction.
(10) Contributions to the organizer of the election campaign put in contravention of this Act, the election campaign organizer is obliged within 30 days from the date of receipt to transfer humanitarian purposes, as laid down in the law governing humanitarian organizations.
Article 15
 (1) Cost of election campaign costs, which are necessary for the implementation of the election campaign for a particular candidate list or an individual candidate or a referendum.
(2) The costs of the election campaign are:
1. The      cost of designing, printing, hanging and removal of posters

2. The      cost of design and publishing, pre-elections campaign in the media,

3. The      costs of organizing and execution of pre-election rallies,

4. The      cost of designing, printing, reproduction and distribution of election material 7 hereof,

5. The      cost of opening, running and closing a special transaction account,

6.      Consultancy costs for planning strategy, or individual parts of the election campaign and their use and electoral tactics,

7.      other related expenses incurred due to acts of the election campaign.

(3) If a political party, which is the organizer of the election campaign, organized internal organizational units for the costs of election campaign shall also include their costs incurred for the acts of the election campaign.
(4) The costs of the election campaign is considered all the costs of this Article, regardless of when they occur, when they were paid and when they were to transactions in respect of individual acts of an election campaign where the costs and activities related to the period under Article 2 of this Act. During the election campaign costs shall not be considered costs of collecting signatures to be collected for the submission of nominations of the candidate or list of candidates or referendum requirements, and costs incurred during the election campaign, except for the costs of removing the posters and the cost of managing and closing a special transaction account.
(5) The Contractor shall design and printing of posters must be on the invoice issued by a organizer of the election campaign, specify the amount of printed posters, contractor bonding the number affixed posters.
Article 16
 (1) The organizer of the election campaign should be no later than 45 days before the day of voting in elections or no later than 25 days prior to the date of the referendum open a special bank account labeled "election campaign" or "for the referendum campaign" and specify the elections or a referendum, which is organizing the campaign. When the date for the referendum has designated more than 45 days after receiving the decision of the National Assembly or the representative body of the local community, the organizers of the referendum opens bank account and collect the funds from the day when the National Assembly or the representative body of the local community set the day of voting in a referendum . The organizer of the election campaign all financial assets held by devoting himself or receives from other legal or natural persons for the financing of election campaigns, gather on this bank account. All costs of the election campaign election campaign organizer shall settle exclusively from this account. This account is the election campaign organizer is obliged to close no later than four months after polling day. The maturity date of the loan5 of the second paragraph of Article 18 of this Act shall not be later than 30 days before the deadline for the closure of the account.
(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, the election campaign organizer shall open a special bank account with the label for the election or referendum campaign carried out before the first financial transaction intended for the election campaign.
Article 17
 (1) Candidates for the National Assembly, Members of the European Parliament and the President of the Republic simultaneously with the filing of candidacies National Electoral Commission obliged to inform the organizer of the election campaign and the responsible person and the information on the opening of a special transaction account for the election campaign (transaction account number, bank address and address of the holder of a transaction account).
(2) Candidates for members of representative and individually elected local authorities are simultaneously with the filing of nominations required to information about the organizer of the election campaign to the election commission of the local community.
(3) The organizers of the referendum campaign at the latest 25 days before polling day be obliged to communicate the details of the referendum campaign organizer National Electoral Commission, if the referendum is called on the national level.
(4) Where a referendum is called in the local community, the organizers of the referendum campaign no later than 25 days before voting day obliged information about the organizer of the election campaign to the election commission of the local community.
(5) The National Electoral Commission and the Electoral Commission, local authorities are obliged to provide information about the election campaign organizers Court of Auditors no later than 15 days after polling day.
Article 18
 (1) The organizer of the election campaign for elections to the National Assembly, the European Parliament, the President of the Republic or by referendum at the national level should be to ensure the transparency, legality of the execution and effectiveness of supervision of the election campaign no later than 15 days after the closure of the Special Transaction Account report on the financing of the election campaign presented Agency of the Republic of Slovenia for Public Legal records and Related services (hereinafter: AJPES) via the AJPES website.
(2) The organizer of the election campaign in a report on the financing of election campaigns report:
1. The      total amount of collected and spent funds for the election campaign,

2. The      amount of the contributions made by the organizer of the election campaign from your transaction account transferred to a special bank account in accordance with the seventh paragraph of Article 14 of this Act,

3.      all the individual contributions of physical persons on the day of voting in excess of the average gross monthly wage per worker in the Republic of Slovenia, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia for the past year, including the name, surname and address of natural persons and the amount of the contribution,

4.      all items of expenditure, which is the organizer of the election campaign will be allocated to finance the election campaign, including an indication of the amount, irrespective of its height, together with the purpose and the service provider or seller of the product,

5.      any individual loan by the organizer of the election campaign that the Bank or including reference to information about the company, headquarters, business address and registration number of the bank or loan, for which he obtained the loan, interest rate, repayment period and the amount of loans not depending on the size of the loan,

6.      All individual contributions, which have been the organizer of the election campaign put in contravention of this Act, and their values, including identification data of the company or name, seat and business address of the legal entity or individual entrepreneur or data on personal name and address of the individual , self-employed, or the natural person who has made a contribution to the organizer of the election campaign,

7.      all transfers of surplus funds collected organizer of the election campaign in the first paragraph of Article 22 of this Law, and contributions were made to the organizer of the election campaign in breach of the law, for humanitarian purposes.

(3) The report on the financing of the election campaign, when the election campaign organizer political party must separately also include costs incurred for the acts of the election campaign of internal organizational units of political parties in accordance with the third paragraph of Article 15 of this Law.
(4) The referendum campaign organizer must also report on all individual contributions of legal axes in the fifth paragraph of Article 14 of the law on the election day in excess of the average gross monthly wage per worker in the Republic of Slovenia, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia for the previous year, including name and registered office of legal persons and the amount of the contribution.
(5) Notwithstanding the provisions of the first paragraph of Article 19 of this Act, the organizer of the election campaign for the election of members of representative and individually elected local government bodies or referendum in the local community report on the financing of election campaigns submitted to the AJPES web portal AJPES.
Article 19
 (1) The organizer of the election campaign for members of representative and individually elected local government bodies or referendum in the local community must, within 15 days after closing the transaction account submitted to the representative body of the local community and the Court of Auditors report on all funds collected and used for the election campaign.
(2) The report referred to in the preceding paragraph must contain the information set out in Article 18 of this Law concerning the sources of funds and how they are spending and all information specified in Article 18 of this Law.
Article 20
The Minister (hereinafter: Minister), responsible for internal affairs, shall specify the forms and content of the reports referred to in Articles 18 and 19 of this Act.
Article 21
APLRS on its website publicly available reports from 18 and 19 hereof.
Article 22
The organizer of the election campaign, not a political party, should any surplus funds collected no later than the closing of the transaction account for humanitarian purposes, as laid down in the law governing humanitarian organizations.
(2) If the Court's audit found major surplus funds collected as the organizer of the election campaign under the previous paragraph will appear in the report, the organizer of the election campaign for the excess to transfer humanitarian purposes, as laid down in the law governing humanitarian organizations, with its transaction account within 30 days of the publication of the audit report on the website of the Court and the National Assembly or the local community and report back to the Court of Auditors and the National Assembly or the representative body of the local community. Assets acquired for the partial reimbursement of election campaign expenses is not taken into account in the calculation of surplus funds collected.
Article 23
 (1) The costs of the election campaign for elections to the National Assembly may not exceed EUR 0.40 per eligible voter in the electoral district or constituency in which the list of candidates submitted or where an individual candidate.
(2) The costs of the election campaign for elections to the European Parliament shall not exceed EUR 0.40 per eligible voter in the country.
(3) The costs of the election campaign for the election of the President of the Republic shall not exceed EUR 0.25 per eligible voter in the country. If there is a second round of voting, the cost of the election campaign for a candidate who was nominated to the vote, may increase further EUR 0.15 per eligible voter in the country.
(4) The costs of the election campaign for elections to the representative body of the local community may not exceed EUR 0.40 per eligible voter in the local community.
(5) The costs of the election campaign for the elections individually elected body of the local community may not exceed EUR 0.25 per eligible voter in the local community. If there is a second round of voting, the cost of the election campaign for a candidate who was nominated to the vote, may increase further EUR 0.15 per eligible voter in the local community.
(6) The cost of the referendum campaign on the national level or in the local community may not exceed EUR 0.25 per eligible voter in the country or in the local community.
(7) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraphs, the costs of each election or referendum campaign to reach the level of the minimum wage in the Republic of Slovenia applicable on the thirtieth day before the voting day, if you were under the provisions of the preceding paragraphs of allowable expenses of elections or referendum campaign below.
( 8 ) The ministry responsible for the records of voting rights published on the day fixed for the beginning of electoral tasks on their websites the number of eligible voters in the country, each constituency and the constituency, the local elections and the referendum on the local community level in each local community.
VI. PARTIAL REIMBURSEMENT OF EXPENSES FOR THE ORGANIZATION AND FINANCING OF ELECTIONS CAMPAIGN

Article 24
 (1) The organizers of the election campaign, which lists the mandates for deputies in the National Assembly or the European Parliament shall be entitled to reimbursement of election campaign expenses in the amount of 0.33 per vote, while the total amount reimbursed shall not exceed the amount spent assets shown in the audit report of the Court of Auditors.
(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph shall be entitled to reimbursement of the costs including those elections campaign organizer whose list of candidates has been given at least 6% of the votes of the total number of votes cast in the constituency or at least 2% of the total number of votes cast in the whole country in the amount of 0.17 euro for the resulting vote in that constituency or country.
(3) the partial reimbursement of election campaign expenses in the amount of 0.33 euro for each vote obtained a right that the organizers of the election campaign for Members of the Italian and Hungarian national communities, whose candidate was given the mandate, or at least 25% of the total number of points calculated for all candidates members of the Italian and Hungarian national communities.
(4) For the purposes of calculating the amount of a partial reimbursement of the preceding paragraph, the number of votes received by an individual candidate, calculated so that the number of points divided by the total number of points received by all candidates so obtained proportion is multiplied by the total number of valid ballot.
Article 25
Referendum campaign organizer is not entitled to reimbursement.
Article 26
 (1) A partial reimbursement of election campaign expenses are eligible for the organizers of the election campaign for President of the Republic, whose candidates were voted at least 10% of the total number of voters who voted. If there is a second round of voting, they are standing as candidates in the second round, is entitled to be reimbursed only on the basis of votes obtained in this round.
(2) The organizers of election campaign for President of the Republic shall be reimbursed in the amount of EUR 0.12 for each vote obtained, whereby the total amount reimbursed shall not exceed the amount of resources spent, shown in the audit report of the Court of Auditors.
Article 27
The organizer of the election campaign for elections to the National Assembly, the European Parliament or the election of the President of the Republic shall, at his request, reimburse the cost of the election campaign from the state budget within 30 days after the publication of the final report of the Court of Auditors in the gazette of the National Assembly.
Article 28
 (1) The local community before the start of the election campaign to determine the amount of the partial reimbursement of election campaign organizers. Local communities may determine that belongs to the partial reimbursement of costs only to the organizers of the election campaign, which they obtained mandates in the representative body of the local community, and only the organizer of the election campaign for individual local authority whose candidates have reached a certain percentage of the total number of voters who they voted, wherein the percentage to be determined by the local community, does not exceed 10%.
(2) The amount of the partial reimbursement of the election campaign organizer in elections for members of representative bodies of local government shall not exceed the amount of compensation for the resulting voice of the organizers of the election campaign for the National Assembly. Height partial reimbursement of the cost of the organizers of the election campaign for individual local authorities can not exceed the amount of compensation for the resulting voice of the organizers of the election campaign for president. When it comes to elections for an individual local authority to the second round of voting, they are standing as candidates in the second round, is entitled to be reimbursed only on the basis of votes obtained in this round.
(3) reimbursement organizer of the referendum campaign in the local community is not allowed.
Article 29
 (1) The Court of Auditors six months after the deadline for closing the transaction account may audit those election campaign organizers who, under this Act, be entitled to partial reimbursement of election campaign expenses.
(2) The Court may , within six months after the deadline for closing the transaction account audit the organizers of the election campaign for the referendum on the state level.
(3) The Court may, within the first and second paragraphs of this article also conduct an audit of an election campaign organizer in elections for members of representative and individually elected local authorities and a referendum at the local level.
(4 )The organizer of the election campaign, in which the audited state authorities, local communities, AJPES, banks and savings banks in which the organizers of the election campaign opened a special current accounts, service providers and vendors of goods which have undergone services or delivered goods to an organizer of the election campaign We are obliged Court of Auditors on request free of charge to provide the documents necessary to perform the audit, to give explanations and to allow access to its books and records. If the Court of Auditors identified a risk that the election campaign organizer in the report referred to Articles 18 and 19 of this Act did not show up or not properly display all the data, it may request clarifications, information or documents that are necessary to perform the audit, but also from other persons .
Article 30
 (1) The revision of Article 29 of this Law ECA tests:
1.      the amount of funds raised and used the election campaign,

2.      the election campaign organizer obtained and used the funds for the election campaign in accordance with the law,

3.      whether the information provided by the organizer of the election campaign in the reports of 18 and 19 hereof, accurate.

(2) The Court may, on the basis of publicly available reports referred to in Articles 18 and 19 of this Act requires that the election campaign organizer within a reasonable period, which shall not be less than 15 days and not longer than 30 days, make a report if no drawn up in accordance with Article 18 and 19 of this Act and resubmit it to AJPES.
(3) When the audit report of the Court finally be published on the websites of the Court and the National Assembly or the local community.
(4) The Court of final audit report sent to the National Assembly or the local community.
Article 31
 (1) The organizer of the election campaign for the election of deputies of the National Assembly, elections to the European Parliament and the election of the President of the Republic, more than 10% exceeds the funds for the election campaign, the partial reimbursement of the costs of organizing and financing the election campaign, which to him pursuant to this Act shall be paid from the state budget reduced by half. The organizer of the election campaign for the election of members of representative and individually elected local authorities, the local community, in which more than 10% exceeds the funds for the election campaign, the partial reimbursement of the costs of organizing and financing the election campaign, which he based on this Act shall be paid from the budget of local communities is reduced by half.
(2) The political parties, which the organizer of the election campaign for the election of deputies of the National Assembly, elections to the European Parliament and the election of the President of the Republic, more than 10% exceeds the funds for the election campaign, for a period of one year to halve the funds to be They paid from the state budget on the basis of the law regulating the financing of political parties. Political parties in the local community in which the organizers of the election campaign for the election of members of representative and individually elected local authorities for more than 10% exceeds the funds for the election campaign, for a period of one year to halve the funds paid to it from the budget of the local community on the basis of the law regulating the financing of political parties.
(3) The organizer of the election campaign for the election of deputies of the National Assembly, elections to the European Parliament and the election of the President of the Republic shall lose the right to partial reimbursement of the costs of organizing and financing the election campaign that he pursuant to this Act are paid from the state budget, when more than 30 % exceeds the funds for the election campaign. The organizer of the election campaign for the election of members of representative and individually elected local authorities, the local community, in which more than 30% exceeds the funds for the election campaign, he loses the right to partial reimbursement for organizing and financing the election campaign, which to him pursuant to this Act are paid from the budget of the local community.
(4) A political party for a period of one year shall lose the right to funding from the state budget, which should be paid on the basis of the law governing the financing of political parties, the organizer of its election campaign for the election of deputies of the National Assembly, elections to the European Parliament and the election of the President of the Republic more than 30% exceeds the funds for the election campaign. Political parties in the local community in which the organizer of the election campaign for the election of members of representative and individually elected local authorities for more than 30% exceeds the funds for the election campaign, for a period of one year loss of resources which should be paid from the budget of the local community on the basis of the law regulating the financing of political parties.
(5) The decision on the reduction or loss of rights to reimbursement for organizing and financing the election campaign of the first and third paragraphs of this article and the decision on the temporary reduction or temporary loss of the right of political parties to funding from the state budget or local community budget in the second and fourth paragraphs of this Article shall be adopted by the court of Auditors as soon as the audit report becomes final.
(6) against the decision from the previous paragraph An administrative dispute.
VII. PENALTY PROVISIONS

Article 32
 (1) A fine of 800 to 3,000 euros shall be imposed on the organizer of the election campaign, which ends the election campaign 24 hours before the polling day (first paragraph of Article 2).
(2) A fine of EUR 300 to EUR 600 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the election campaign, an offense referred to in the preceding paragraph.
(3) A fine of EUR 250 to EUR 550 shall be imposed on a legal person, entrepreneur or individual self-employed person who commits an offense under the first paragraph of this article.
(4) A fine of EUR 150 to EUR 250 shall be imposed on the responsible person of a legal person, entrepreneur or individual self-employed person who commits an offense under the first paragraph of this article.
(5) A fine of EUR 150 to EUR 250 shall be imposed on an individual who commits an offense under the first paragraph of this article.
Article 33
 (1) A fine of from 700 to 2 . 5 of 00 euros shall be imposed on the organizer of the election campaign:
-        acts contrary to the second paragraph of Article 7 of this Act ;

-        posting the posters contrary to Articles 8 and 9 of this Act;
-        sticking or destroying posters of other election campaign organizers (first paragraph of Article 10);
-        posting posters during the election silence (second paragraph of Article 10);
-        do not remove the posters and other electoral advertising content in accordance with Article 11 of this Law.
(2) A fine of 150 to 4 of 00 Euros shall be imposed on the responsible person of the election campaign, an offense referred to in the preceding paragraph.
(3) A fine of 150 to 4 of 00 Euros shall be imposed on individual market or otherwise destroying the posters, which were pasted in accordance with the provisions of Articles 8 and 9 of this Act or the beautiful and installing new posters during the election silence (Article 10).
(4) A fine from 1,000 to 3 , 000 euros shall be imposed on the responsible person of the local community, which does not provide all the organizers of the election campaign for equality sticking and posting posters in accordance with the first paragraph of Article 8 hereof.
Article 34
 (1) A fine of 1,500 to 3,000 euros shall be imposed on the issuer of the medium:
-        publication of an opinion poll or survey on candidates, lists of candidates, political parties and the referendum question during the election or referendum campaign, without stating the information referred to in paragraph 5 of this Act;
-        publication of an opinion poll or survey on candidates, lists of candidates, political parties and the referendum question during the 24 hours before polling day until the closing of polling stations on election day (the second paragraph of Article 5).
(2) A fine of EUR 350 to 650 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the publisher, state or local authority, who as publisher of the media offense referred to in the preceding paragraph.
Article 35
 (1) A fine of 1,500 to 4,500 euros shall be imposed on the issuer of the medium:
-        does not accept or does not timely publication of the rules or act contrary to stated rules of Article 6 of this Act;
-        does not provide a level playing field and does not guarantee equality in accordance with paragraph 6 of this Act;
-        acts contrary to the first paragraph of Article 7 of this Act.
(2) A fine of EUR 350 to 650 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the publisher, state or local authority, who as publisher of the media offense referred to in the preceding paragraph.
Article 36
 (1) A fine ranging from EUR 7,000 to 10,000 shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - a legal person, entrepreneur or individual performing independent activity in the Republic of Slovenia conducted the election campaign for elections in another country (the seventh paragraph of Article 3 ).
(2) A fine of 700 to 1,000 euros shall be imposed on the responsible person of the election campaign and the elections campaign organizer - individual who commits an offense referred to in the preceding paragraph.
Article 37
 (1) A fine of 700 to 1,000 euros shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer who fails to notify a meeting or gathering in accordance with Articles 12 and 13 of this Act.
(2) A fine of EUR 150 to EUR 200 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the election campaign, an offense referred to in the preceding paragraph.
(3) A fine of 2,000 to 4,000 euros shall be imposed religious community, public institution or other public entity that acts in contravention of Article 4 of this Act.
(4) A fine of EUR 1,000 to 2,000 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the religious community, state authority, local authority, public institution or other public entities that act contrary to the preceding paragraph.
Article 37a
A fine of EUR 350 to EUR 800 shall be imposed on a candidate for deputy of the National Assembly, Member of the European Parliament and the President of the Republic, candidate for member of representative and individually elected local authorities or the organizer of the referendum campaign in a timely manner can communicate information about the organizer of an election or referendum campaign (17 . article).
Article 38
 (1) A fine of 10,000 to 20,000 shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - a legal person, entrepreneur or individual, self-employed, in not submitting a report on the financing of election campaigns in accordance with Article 18 and 19 hereof, or deliberately submits false report on the financing of election campaigns or late opening of a special bank account or any funds for election campaign has collected in this account or it fails to pay all the costs of the election campaign (Article 16) or surplus funds collected not allocated for humanitarian purposes (Article 22).
(2) A fine from 1,500 to 3 , 000 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the organizer who commits an offense under the preceding paragraph.
(3) A fine from 400 up to 1. 5 00 shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - individual who commits an offense under the first paragraph of this article.
Article 38a
 (1) A fine of EUR 6,000 to EUR 20,000 shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - a legal person, independent entrepreneur or individual performing independent activity;
1.      obtained from the same person contributions in excess of ten times the average gross monthly wage per worker in the Republic of Slovenia, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia for the past year and a surplus of 30 days is not remitted to the charity (the first paragraph and the second sentence of the fifth paragraph in conjunction with the tenth paragraph of Article 14)

2.      cash contribution exceeds EUR 50 is not received by the payment service providers (first paragraph of Article 14)

3.      he was given contributions from prohibited sources and within 30 days from the date of receipt is not paid for humanitarian purposes (fifth and sixth paragraphs in conjunction with the tenth paragraph of Article 14)

4      for performing services or selling goods with a natural person not conclude relevant agreements in writing in accordance with the third paragraph of Article 14 of this Act,

5.      not obtain loans only from banks and loans (fourth paragraph of Article 14)

6.      transfer funds from your transaction account at a specific bank account as opposed to the seventh paragraph of Article 14 of this Act,

7.      Within 30 days of the publication of the audit report on the website of the Court and the National Assembly or local government surplus collected funds not allocated for humanitarian purposes (second paragraph of Article 22)

8.      At the request of the Court not to or does not provide explanations, information or documents that are required to perform the audit, or not allow access to its books and records (fourth paragraph of Article 29)

9.      upon request and within the deadline set by the Court of Auditors, the report fails to submit amendments (second paragraph of Article 30).

(2) A fine of 1,500 to 4,000 euros shall be imposed on the responsible person of the organizer who commits an offense under the preceding article.
(3) A fine of 600 to 1,500 euros shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - individual who commits an offense under the first paragraph of this article.
Article 38b
 (1) A fine of 5,000 to 10,000 euros shall be imposed on a legal person, entrepreneur or individual performing independent activity:
-        acts contrary to the fifth paragraph of Article 14 of this Law,
-        that the loan organizer of the election campaign in breach of the fourth paragraph of Article 14 of this Law,
-        at the request of the Court not to or does not provide clarifications, data and documents, or not allow access to its books and records (fourth paragraph of Article 29).
(2) A fine from 1,000 to 3,000 euros shall be imposed on the responsible person of a legal person, entrepreneur or individual self-employed person who commits an offense under the preceding paragraph.
(3) A fine in the preceding paragraph shall be imposed on the responsible person of a state body or the local community who commits an offense under the first paragraph of this article.
(4) A fine of 600 to 1,000 euros shall be imposed on a natural person who contravenes the first paragraph of Article 14 of this Act or the second or the third indent of the first paragraph of this article.
(5) A fine of 600 to 1,500 euros shall be imposed on a natural person for performing services or selling goods does not issue contracts in writing in accordance with the third paragraph of Article 14 of this Law.
38C
 (1) A fine of 1,500 to 15,000 euros shall be imposed on the payment service provider that the contributions are paid to the organizer of the election campaign does not report the amount of the contribution or data permitting the identification of the payer, and other information are transmitted together with the payment transaction (ninth paragraph 14 . Article).
(2) A fine of 350 to 1,000 euros shall be imposed on the responsible person payment service provider who commits an offense under the preceding paragraph.
Article 39
 (1) A fine of 7,000 to 20 . 0 00 EUR shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - a legal person, entrepreneur or individual performing independent activity for the financing of election campaigns for the election of deputies of the National Assembly, Members of the European Parliament or elections for the President of the Republic exceeds the limits set out in Article 23 of this Act.
(2) A fine of 3,500 to 1 5 , 000 shall be imposed on the elections campaign organizer - a legal person, entrepreneur or individual performing independent activity for the financing of election campaigns for the election of members of representative and individually elected local authorities in local Community exceeds the limits set out in Article 23 of this Law.
(3) A fine of 3,500 to 1 5 , 000 shall be imposed referendum campaign organizer - a legal person, sole trader or individual independently performing an activity that exceeds the limits set out in Article 23 of this Law.
(4) A fine from 700 up to 1. 5 00 shall be imposed on the responsible person of the election campaign or election campaign organizer - individual who commits an offense under this article.
Article 40
 (1) The supervision over the implementation of the provisions of this Act, the violations are defined by this Act as offenses, competent inspectorate responsible for internal affairs, except in the cases referred to in Articles 5, 6 and the first paragraph of Article 7 of this Act, the responsible inspectorate responsible for Culture and media, 8, 9 and 11 of this Act, the competent inspection by local authorities or police shall service the local community, as well as the provisions in part 4, 14, 16, 18, 19 ., 22, 23, 29 and 30 of this Act relating to financing, the jurisdiction of the court of Auditors.
(2) The Court of Auditors exercises control within the limits of powers established by this Act and the act regulating the competence of the Court.
(3) The Inspectorate responsible for internal affairs inspectorate responsible for Culture and Media, competent inspection of the local community or the police shall service the local community can impose fines for offenses under this Act within the range prescribed by this Act, which may offenses expedited procedure fined in an amount higher than the minimum prescribed fine.
(4) If the control determines the publication of opinion polls and surveys during the 24 hours before the polling day and until the closing of polling stations on election day, officials of the authority responsible for the supervision, the decision to order the removal of opinion polls or surveys. Against this decision appeal is allowed. An appeal does not stay the execution. The appeal shall be decided by the ministry responsible for culture.
(5) Inspection and other state authorities and holders of public powers in the execution of their tasks infringements of the provisions of the law in the first paragraph of this Article shall offenses body to submit a proposal for initiating criminal proceedings.
SHOW PURIFIED TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS



The Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns - ZVRK (Official Gazette of RS, no. 41/07 ) contains the following transitional and final provisions:

"VIII. TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 41
The minister responsible for finance shall issue the regulation referred to in Article 20 of this Act within three months after the entry into force of this Act.
Article 42
On the day this Act enters into force on Election Campaign Act (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 62/94, 17/97 and 103/06).
Article 43
From the date of enactment of this Act shall cease to apply:
-        Article 8 of the Law on Elections of Slovenian Members of the European Parliament (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 40/04 - official consolidated text);
-        Order on the forms of reports on collected and spent funds for the election campaign (Official Gazette of RS, no. 39/97).
Article 44
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".


Law Amending the Law on Political Parties - Political Parties Act-D (Official Gazette of RS, no. 103/07 ) in connection with the expiry of the second paragraph of Article 14 and the partial expiry of the first paragraph of Article 4 of the Law provides:

"The second paragraph of Article 14 and part of the text of Article 4 of the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns Act (Official Gazette of RS, no. 41/07), which reads as follows:" as well as funds of companies whose invested public capital more than 25% and companies that are in their majority-owned by "cease to apply on 1 January 2008.";
and contains the following final provision:

»11th Article
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, except 4 and 7 of this Act, which shall enter into force on 1 January 2008. ".


Law Amending the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns - ZVRK-A (Official Gazette of RS, no. 11/11 ) contains the following final provision:

"FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 3
This Act shall enter into force on the day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".


Decision finding that the second paragraph of Article 5 of the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns inconsistent with the Constitution and repeal the judgment of the District Court in Ljubljana (Official Gazette of RS, no. 28/11 ), provides:

" 1. The second paragraph of Article 5 of the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns Act (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 41/07 and 11/11) is inconsistent with the Constitution.
2. It must unconstitutionality of the National Assembly of the Republic of Slovenia eliminated within six months after the publication of this decision in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
3. Until the established unconstitutionality of the publication of opinion polls on candidates, lists of candidates, political parties and the referendum question is not allowed twenty-four hours before the voting day.
[...] ".



Law Amending the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns - ZVRK-B (Official Gazette of RS, no. 98/13 ) contains the following transitional and final provisions:

"TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 26
(1) Share report on the financing of election campaigns of 18 and 19 of the Act via the AJPES web portal to provide within three months after the entry into force of the rules of Article 20 of the Act.
(2) Up to ensure the transmission of reports on the financing of election campaigns through the AJPES web portal, reports from the 18 and 19 of the Act provided in accordance with the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns Act (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 41/07, 103/07 - ZPolS-D, 11/11 and 28/11 - decision).
(3) The minister responsible for internal affairs in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia shall publish the date on which the report on the financing of election campaigns transmitted via the AJPES website.
Article 27
The minister responsible for internal affairs shall issue the regulation referred to in Article 20 of the Act within three months after the enactment of this Act.
Article 28
Notwithstanding the provisions of the law governing offenses before the enactment of amendments to the law governing offenses, the determination of jurisdiction to rule on offenses in the field of election and referendum campaign, the offenses referred to in Articles mentioned in the first paragraph of Article 40 of the Act, which control of the competent court of Auditors decided by the court. Accusation proposal submitted by the Court of Auditors, to decide on the offense, the jurisdiction of the District Court in Ljubljana.
Article 29
If the election or referendum conducted before the enactment of this Act, or 90 days after its entry into force, the electoral or referendum campaign, the provisions of the Law on Elections and Referenda Campaigns Act (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 41/07, 103/07 - ZPolS-D, 11/11 and 28/11 - decision of the CC) and the Rules on the content and form of the reports on collected and spent funds for the election and referendum campaign (Official Gazette of RS, no. 105/07).
Article 30
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".
