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THE LAW
The National Assembly Elections
(unofficial consolidated version no. 10 )
( Intervention of the US decision on the method of enforcement of this Act )

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1
Members of the National Assembly are elected by universal and equal suffrage in free and direct elections by secret ballot.
Article 2
Deputies are elected in constituencies.
Members are elected according to the principle that one deputy is elected at roughly the same population, and according to the principle that the National Assembly proportional representation of political interests.
Italian and Hungarian national communities are elected to the National Assembly one delegate each.
Article 3
As far as this law has no specific provisions for the election of deputies of the Italian and Hungarian national communities, for these elections apply mutatis mutandis to the provisions of this Act apply to the election of other delegates.
Article 4
The time limits under this Act run irrespective of Sundays, public holidays and other free days.
Applications that are under this Act relating to deadlines, to invest directly with the competent authorities.
Article 5
(Deleted)

Article 6
Costs for the conduct of elections shall be covered from the budget of the Republic of Slovenia.
It is considered that the funds for the conduct of elections in terms of laws governing public finance and procurement, guaranteed by the date specified by tendering elections fixed as the date from which time begins to run for election activities.
Contracts necessary for the conduct of elections, when regular elections can begin before the day of calling the elections.
If, due to the deadlines required by the conduct of elections, it is not possible to comply with the deadlines set by the law governing public contracts, the contract is awarded under a negotiated procedure without prior publication.
II. RIGHT TO VOTE

Article 7
The right to vote and to be elected as a deputy to the citizen of the Republic of Slovenia, which is election day eighteen years of age .

Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, the right to vote and to be elected is not a citizen of the Republic of Slovenia who has reached eighteen years of age, and he was due to mental illness, retardation or disability completely incapacitated or extended parental rights of parents or other persons over the age of majority and It is not able to understand the meaning, purpose and effect of the elections.
Court proceedings for deprivation of legal capacity or the extension of parental rights over the age of majority basis, decide on the withdrawal of the right to vote and to be elected.
The right to vote exercised voter in the constituency in which he resides.
A voter who is not domiciled in the Republic of Slovenia, to exercise the right to vote in the constituency in which he had last permanent residence itself or one of the parents. If it is not possible to determine the voter decide where the constituency and the constituency will exercise their right to vote.
Article 8
The right to vote and to be elected as a deputy of the Italian and Hungarian national communities are members of these ethnic communities have the right to vote.
Article 9
Voters vote in person. Nobody can vote by proxy.
Voting shall be by secret ballot.
A person who is entered on the electoral roll, shall be deprived of voting rights and do not prevent the vote.
Article 10
Voter must be guaranteed freedom and secrecy of voting.
No one shall be held responsible for voting, nor may ask him to say whether he voted, how he voted, or why not voted.
Article 11
The voting rights are regulated by law.
III. GENERAL ELECTION

Article 12
General elections to the National Assembly are scheduled and early.
Regular elections are held every four years.
Elections shall be conducted if the National Assembly is dissolved before the expiry of the four-year period.
Article 13
Regular elections shall be conducted no earlier than two months and not later than fifteen days before the expiration of four years from the first session of the previous National Assembly. In case of extension of the mandate period, that period is counted from the date of expiry of the extended term.
Elections shall be held not later than two months after the dissolution of the National Assembly.
The term of the previous National Assembly shall end with the first meeting of the new National Assembly. For the first session of the new National Assembly shall be considered meeting at which it approved more than half of the deputies.
Article 14
General elections called by the President of the Republic.
Early elections called by the President of the Republic to act on the dissolution of the National Assembly.
The act on calling the elections shall be published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
Article 15
Regular elections shall be called no earlier than 135 days and no later than 75 days before the expiry of four years from the first session of the previous National Assembly.
From the day of calling the elections until the day of the vote should not take more than 90 days and not less than 60 days.
Elections may be conducted no earlier than 40 days from the date of the call.
Article 16
The act of calling the elections shall fix the date of calling the elections and election day.
On the day designated as the day of calling the elections, time begins to run for election activities.
For the day of voting shall be determined Sunday or other public holiday.
IV. By-elections

Article 17
If a Member ceases, unless he resigned within six months of the approval of the mandate, it becomes for the remainder of the mandate period of the candidate from the same list of candidates who would have been elected if it had not been elected deputy whose mandate has expired.
If the mandate of a deputy national community becomes a member of the remainder of the period by the candidate from a list of candidates who would have been elected if it had not been elected deputy whose mandate has expired.
If a candidate from the first or second paragraph of this Article within eight days does not notice that he accepts the mandate, this right shall be transferred to the next candidate.
The National Electoral Commission by the decision of determining which candidate from the first or second paragraph of this Article shall remain in office for the remaining term of the National Assembly or any candidate in the second paragraph of Article 14 of the Deputies Act (Official Gazette of RS, no. 112/05 - official consolidated text , 109/08, 39/11 and 48/12) shall remain in office for the time acting as deputy Prime Minister, Minister or Secretary of State, and inform the national Assembly.
Article 18
If on the list, or the list in the previous article is the next candidate to be conducted by-elections.
By-elections shall be conducted even if a deputy in the case referred to in the first paragraph of Article ceases, because he resigned within six months of the approval of the mandate.
By-elections shall not be conducted if the deputy whose term of less than six months before the expiry of the term of the National Assembly, unless the National Assembly decides otherwise.
In the by-election to elect a deputy for the remainder of the term of the National Assembly.
Article 19
By-elections called by the President of the Republic not later than fifteen days after the establishment of the National Assembly on the termination of the mandate.
By-elections shall be conducted in the constituency in which he was elected deputy whose mandate has expired.
In the by-election is elected the candidate who received the most votes.
If the by-election in the constituency elects two or more Members to vote on the basis of the list of nominations. Voters may vote for as many candidates as there are deputies to be elected at the by-election in the constituency. The candidates who received the most votes.
By-elections shall be conducted according to the provisions of this Act applicable to the general election, unless this Article provides otherwise.
V. ELECTORAL UNIT

Article 20
For the election of deputies to form eight constituencies. In each constituency is elected eleven deputies.
Constituencies shall be established in accordance with the principle that one deputy is elected at approximately the same population.
When drawing up constituencies and electoral districts should be taken into account geographical, cultural and other common features of these.
Constituency may comprise an area of ​​a municipality, two or more municipalities, or part of a municipality.
Each constituency shall be divided into eleven electoral districts so that each constituency about the same number of inhabitants. In each constituency to vote for one candidate.
For the election of deputies of the Italian and Hungarian national communities in the areas where they live, they form a separate constituency.
Article 21
Constituencies and electoral districts established by law.
VI. electoral authorities

Article 22
Election of deputies managed and implemented by electoral commissions and electoral committees (hereinafter: electoral bodies).
Election Commission are appointed for four years, electoral committees for each election.
Article 23
Electoral Commission are:
1. The       National Electoral Commission,

2. The       constituency electoral commission,

3. The       district electoral commissions.

For the election of deputies of the Italian and Hungarian ethnic communities shall appoint the election commission of specific constituencies.
Article 24
The electoral body composed of the President and the members and their alternates (hereinafter referred to as members).
Members of electoral bodies can only persons who have the right to vote.
No one can be a member of more than one electoral body.
Article 25
A member of the electoral authority can not simultaneously stand for election and can not be determined for a representative or trustee list of candidates.
If a member of the electoral body adopts the candidacy of whether a particular representative or trustee list of candidates, he ceases to hold office a member of the electoral body.
Article 26
The function of the electoral authority's testimonial.
Members of electoral bodies should perform their functions conscientiously, responsibly and must operate only on the basis of laws and regulations, independent of any other instruction.
Members of electoral bodies have to work in the electoral body the right to adequate compensation. The amount of compensation or reimbursement of expenses of members of electoral bodies, secretaries and other persons performing duties in the election, determined by the Central Election Commission, in agreement with the Ministry of Finance. The members of the National Electoral Commission, the amount of compensation fixed for each month started the implementation of the election conducted on the basis of the basic salary of the President of the Constitutional Court, by the President of the National Electoral Commission and his deputy in the amount of up to one quarter of the basic salary of the President of the Constitutional Court, the other members of the National Electoral commission of up to one sixth of the basic salary of the President of the Constitutional Court. The National Electoral Commission shall determine the amount of compensation depending on the attendance at meetings and other activities. At a time when there is no election,
Article 27
The electoral authority shall have a quorum if all members are present or their alternates.
The electoral authority shall have a quorum if the members present rather than absent any alternates. The Chairperson may be replaced only by his deputy.
Article 28
The electoral authority shall decide by a majority vote of all members.
If due to an equal number of votes for and against the decision to avoid the casting vote of the President of the electoral body.
If the electoral body does not take timely decisions, which is essential for the conduct of elections, taken by the President of the electoral body.
Article 29
State authorities and local government authorities are obliged to assist the electoral authorities in their work and at their request information they need in their work.
Administrative and technical conditions for the operation of precinct election commissions and constituency electoral commissions provide administrative unit, where the headquarters of these commissions.
Article 30
When working constituency electoral commissions and state e Electoral Commission may be present representatives of the lists of candidates.
When working election commissions and precinct election commissions may be present trustees of candidates.
In the work of electoral bodies may be present observers of organizations that are accredited by the National Election Commission. The criteria, conditions and procedure for obtaining accreditation for observers to be prescribed by the Central Election Commission.
Representatives and agents of candidates can warn the chairman of the electoral body to irregularities.
Article 31
Representative list of candidates determined by the applicant lists upon presentation of lists of candidates, the constituency electoral commission.
Names of Trustees of the list of candidates notify the representative leaves the district electoral commission no later than five days before voting day.
A representative of the trustee or lists of candidates may not be a candidate.
Config list of candidates can only be a person who is registered in the voting rights in the area of ​​the constituency.
Article 32
The State Election Commission shall be appointed by the National Assembly.
The State Electoral Commission shall comprise a chairman and five members and their alternates.
The President of the National e Election Commission and his deputy shall be appointed a judge of the Supreme Court.
Two members and two alternate members of the National e electoral commission shall be appointed from among legal experts. Three members and alternate members of the Central Election Commission are appointed on the proposal of deputy groups, taking into account the proportional representation of political parties.
National Assembly before the expiration of the term for which he was appointed, dismissed by the President, Deputy President, a member or alternate member, if his own request if he stopped voting rights or has ceased to hold judicial office. The National Assembly may, before the expiry of the term for which he was appointed, dismissed by a member or alternate member for negligent performance of their function. Dismissal by reason of the preceding sentence may be proposed by a political group, which was proposed to the National Assembly for appointment.
Against the decision of the National Assembly in the preceding paragraph shall be no appeal.
The National Electoral Commission shall regulate its operations with the Rules.
Article 33
Constituency electoral commissions shall be appointed by the Central Election Commission.
A constituency electoral commission shall comprise a chairman and three members and their alternates.
The chairman and deputy chairman of the constituency electoral commission shall be appointed from among the judges.
One member and one alternate member of the constituency electoral commission shall be appointed from among legal experts. Two members and two alternate members of the constituency electoral commission shall be appointed at the proposal of deputy groups, taking into account the proportional representation of political parties.
The electoral commission special constituencies for the election of delegates of the national communities must be at least one member of the ethnic community.
Article 34
Precinct election commissions shall be appointed by the Central Election Commission.
District Election Commission called for the territory of the electoral district.
District election commission shall comprise a chairman and three members and their alternates. President of the district electoral commission shall be appointed from among the judges, his deputy from among other graduate lawyers.
Other members of district electoral commissions and their deputies are appointed on the proposal of political parties, taking into account their proportional representation. Proposals for the appointment of members of precinct election commissions and their deputies can make the representative bodies of local communities in the constituency.
In appointing the members of precinct election commissions and their deputies in the preceding paragraph shall first take into account the proposals of political parties, with whose lists of candidates were in the last elections to the National Assembly elected candidates, in the order according to the number of elected candidates with a tie decide to draw, then the proposals of other political parties and local communities, so as to ensure pluralistic political composition of the electoral commissions. If the proposals are no or too little, for lack of members and their alternates shall designate an official employees in state administration bodies or local community administration.
Article 35
If the members of the electoral commissions mandate expired at the time of the calling of the election, their mandate extended until the end of elections.
The National Electoral Commission before the expiry of the term for which he was appointed, dismissed by the President, Deputy President, a member or alternate member of the district election commission or the constituency electoral commission, his own request, when he stopped voting rights or has ceased to hold judicial office . The National Electoral Commission may, before the expiry of the term for which he was appointed, dismissed by the President, Deputy President, a member or alternate member of the district election commission or the constituency electoral commission due to negligent performance of their function or has failed to comply with mandatory instructions from point 2 of the first paragraph Article 37 of this Law. Dismissal of a member or alternate member of the district election commission or the constituency electoral commission due to negligent performance of their function may also propose a political group or political party,
Against the decision of the National Electoral Commission in the preceding paragraph shall be no appeal.
Article 36
The electoral commission has a secretary, who may have a maximum of two deputies. Secretary and his deputies are appointed and dismissed by the National Electoral Commission. Registrar and the Deputy National Electoral Commission is appointed by the head of the administrative unit for four years, officials of the administrative units that perform administrative tasks in the field of internal administrative matters or have experience with elections.
The National Electoral Commission before the expiry of the term for which he was appointed, dismissed by the Registrar or his deputy, his own request, or if he no longer works at the administrative unit. The National Electoral Commission before the expiry of the term for which he was appointed, may dismiss the secretary or his deputy if he acted recklessly or has failed to comply with mandatory instructions from point 2 of Article 37 of this Law. Dismissal of the Registrar or Deputy Chairman of the grounds referred to in the preceding sentence may be proposed by the Chief of the Administrative Unit, President of the Electoral Commission or the Director of the National Electoral Commission.
Against the decision of the National Electoral Commission in the preceding paragraph shall be no appeal.
Article 37
National Electoral Commission:
1.       ensure the legality of elections and the uniform application of the provisions of this Act relating to election procedures,

2.       coordinate the work of constituency electoral commissions and precinct election commissions and gives them mandatory instructions relating to the implementation of this Act and supervise their work,

3.       prescribe forms for the enforcement of this Act,

4.       determine the ballot, specially adapted for disabled people vote,

5.       prescribe the criteria and procedure for obtaining accreditation to observe the elections,

6.       establishes uniform standards for election materials, equipment of polling stations and determine other material conditions for carrying out elections;

7.       publishes the results of the elections to the National Assembly,

8.       issuing certificate of election, the certificate of appointment at a time when acting as deputy Prime Minister, Minister or Secretary of State and the certificate of appointment for the remainder of the term of the National Assembly,

9.       Notes, which are lists of candidates at the national level have received four or more percent of votes cast for all lists

10.    Notes, which candidates have been elected to which candidate from the first or second paragraph of Article 17 of this Act shall remain in office for the remaining term of the National Assembly and which candidate from the second paragraph of Article 14 of the Deputies Act (Official Gazette of RS, No. . 112/05 - official consolidated text, 109/08, 39/11 and 48/12) shall remain in office for the time acting as deputy Prime Minister, Minister or Secretary of State,

11.    worries for the voting at diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Slovenia,

12.    organize training for members of the other electoral bodies,

13    leads and manages the collection of personal data of voters, it needs to carry out in the second paragraph of Article 79.a, second and third paragraphs of Article 81, second paragraph of Article 82 and Article 83 of this Law,

14.    performs other tasks stipulated by law.

The National Electoral Commission shall determine which election documents must be sent to the constituency electoral commission or the district electoral commission, in what time and in what manner.
National Electoral Commission may delegate to the Electoral Commission of special constituencies for the election of deputies of the national communities individual tasks within its competence.
The National Electoral Commission for the purposes of implementing 13 of the first paragraph of this article collects personal data of voters, namely: name and surname, birth data, personal identity number, the decision of the competent authority on the recognition of disability status, details of residence, email address, telephone number, information on the right to vote on election day, information about the constituency and the constituency as well as information on how the implementation of the right to vote. Personal data of voters, for the purposes of ensuring the accuracy and timeliness of establishing direct computer links obtained from the records of voting rights. Assuming and updating of personal data is carried out using a personal identification number or by using a surname and date of birth. Personal data will be kept until the final confirmation of mandates and the expiration date are deleted, except for personal data of people with disabilities,
Professional, administrative and technical tasks for the National Electoral Commission and carries out service of the Central Election Commission. Organization and work of this service offices Central Election Commission to act. Office of the National Electoral Commission, headed by a Director, who also performs the functions of the Secretary of the Commission. Director, on the basis of a public competition for a term of five years, shall be appointed by the Central Election Commission. The process of selection, appointment and dismissal, the provisions of the law governing civil servants, and refer to the Directors of Directorates, except for the provisions that allow dismissal without fault.
Article 38
The constituency electoral commission:
1.       ensure the legality of the election of Members to be elected in the constituency,

2.       notes or individual candidate or list of candidates in accordance with the law,

3.       Notes the results of the vote and announce which MPs are elected in the constituency pursuant to Article 90 of this Act, and give a report on the outcome,

4.       leads directly to the technical work in connection with the elections,

5.       perform other tasks stipulated by law.

Article 39
District electoral commission:
1.       provides polling stations and polling areas,

2.       appoint election committees,

3.       Notes the outcome of the vote in the electoral district,

4.       leads directly to the technical work in connection with the elections,

5.       perform other tasks stipulated by law.

The tasks referred to in the preceding paragraph in the election of deputies of the Italian and Hungarian national communities carry out electoral commission special voting units.
Article 40
Voting at polling stations run by election committees.
For each polling station shall be determined at least one electoral committee.
Article 41
The election committee shall comprise a chairman and an even number of members and their alternates.
The President and members of the electoral committee and their deputies are appointed from among citizens who have permanent residence in the territory of the electoral district.
Political parties can not later than ten days after the announcement of elections submit their proposals for the appointment of the President and members of the electoral committee and their alternates to the district electoral commission. In appointing the members of the electoral committee shall first take into account the proposals of political parties, with whose lists of candidates were in the last elections to the National Assembly elected candidates, in the order according to the number of elected candidates and in the case of equal number decides the draw, then suggestions of other political parties and local communities and their components so as to ensure pluralistic political composition of election commissions. If the proposals are no or too little for the missing members of the officials employed in state administration or local community administration.
VII. CANDIDATES

Article 42
Candidates may be nominated by political parties and voters.
Article 43
Political party candidates determined by the method prescribed by its rules. The list of candidates shall be determined by secret ballot.
A political party may submit a list of candidates in each constituency, where its list of candidates supported by signatures of at least three members of the National Assembly. Signatures of Members in the prescribed form shall be submitted to state and electoral commission.
A political party may submit a list of candidates in each constituency, if the list of candidates by the members of political parties who have the right to vote and resident in the constituency, and if the list of candidates supported by the signatures of at least fifty voters who have permanent residence in the constituency.
A political party may submit a list of candidates in each constituency in the event that the list of candidates is not determined in the manner specified in the preceding paragraph, on condition that the list of candidates supported by the signatures of at least one hundred voters who have permanent residence in the constituency.
Two or more political parties may submit a joint list of candidates.
On the list of candidates no gender should be represented by less than 35% of the total actual number of candidates on the list.
The provision of the preceding paragraph does not apply to lists of candidates, which are ranked three candidates and the candidate, which must be on the candidate list, which are ranked three candidates or candidates, at least one representative of each sex.
Article 44
Voters determine the list of candidates signing.
In each constituency can determine the list of candidates signed by a group of at least a thousand voters who have permanent residence in the constituency.
The leaves of this Article shall apply the provisions of the sixth and seventh paragraphs of Article 43 of this Law.
Article 45
1.1.3.2/1.2.3
A candidate for deputy of the Italian and Hungarian national communities is determined by the signatures of at least thirty voters - members of the Italian and Hungarian national communities.
Article 46
1.1.3.2
Supporting signatures can be given from the date fixed for the beginning of electoral tasks until the date fixed for the submission of lists of candidates.
A voter or deputy may give their support by signing only once.
Article 47
1.1.3/1.1.3.2/2/2.1

Voters that their support by signing the prescribed form. The form signed by the person before the competent authority, which keeps the voting rights, irrespective of their place of residence.
The authorities referred to in the preceding paragraph shall keep a separate record of the approved forms. This record is an official secret and the right to look into the only competent electoral commission or court. If given support in the manner described in the preceding paragraph, the applicant must list the candidates before the present to provide an enrollment record in support of approved forms.
Deputy to their support by signing the prescribed form, which shall be issued by the competent department of the National Assembly.
People who are between the expiry of the deadline set for the submission of lists of candidates, in hospitals, homes for the elderly, institutions for disabled persons and similar institutions and persons serving prison sentences, may their support expressed by their signature on the form certify separately this authority authorized person or legal entity.
Persons between the deadline for collecting signatures permanently or temporarily residing abroad, may their support expressed by their signature on the form certify official diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Slovenia abroad or a person designated by the authentication of voters the Ministry, responsible for foreign affairs.
Persons who are in the Republic of Slovenia with registered permanent or temporary residence, but due to illness or disability are unable to appear before the competent authority in person and they are not in institutions under the fourth paragraph of this Article, its support for a candidate or list of candidates put before an official of the competent authority, that such a person visits the home no later than six days before the deadline for the submission of lists of candidates.
The request for the issue of the form of the fourth and fifth paragraphs of this Article and requested a visit by officials from the sixth paragraph of this Article may be filed not later than fifteen days before the deadline for the submission of lists of candidates.
Article 48
A list of candidates can be up to as many candidates as deputies to be elected in the constituency.
Anyone may nominate only one constituency and only one list of candidates.
Article 49
In determining the lists of candidates must also be established, in which constituency will vote on each candidate on the list of candidates.
In each constituency to vote only on one candidate from the list of candidates.
If the list of candidates is not as many candidates as deputies to be elected in the constituency, the individual candidate on that list may vote more than two constituencies.
If the list of candidates determined by the voters, only one candidate is put to the vote in all electoral districts.
Article 50
For each nomination requires written consent of the candidate. The consensus candidate is irrevocable.
Article 51
The list of candidates shall be submitted to the constituency electoral commission. The proposal lists of candidates must contain the code of the electoral unit, the name of the applicant, the name of the list, the personal data of candidates - name, place of birth, level of education, academic title, academic title and the work it carries out, and place of residence and name, surname and permanent address of the representative list. Leaves must be accompanied by a written consent of the candidates to accept the candidacy, and this legal minimum number of voters' signatures on the prescribed forms.
The proposal leaves must be accompanied by the allocation of candidates to the lists of candidates in electoral districts.
List of candidates submitted by a political party must be attached to the minutes establishing the list of candidates and political party rules, which relate to the determination of candidates for election to the National Assembly.
Article 52
Name list of candidates submitted by political party, the name of a political party. An integral part of the leaves can also be abbreviated customer name or abbreviation of its name. On behalf of the leaves can be added to the symbol or character party.
If two or more political parties submit a joint list of candidates shall be determined by the common name of the list, where it must be clear that this is a common list of two or more political parties.
Article 53
Name l of the same candidates that submitted by voters determine their own voters. If the name list is not specified, the name of the list is considered first and last name of the first candidate on the list.
Article 53a
Name lists of candidates shall contain the name of the foreign country or foreign customers and their symbols, and abbreviations used by them.
VIII. CERTIFICATION LIST OF CANDIDATES

Article 54
The lists of candidates shall be submitted to the constituency electoral commission not later than thirty days before the voting day.
When the constituency electoral commission receives a list of candidates immediately consider whether it is timely filed and is determined in accordance with this Act.
Article 55
If the constituency electoral commission finds that the list of candidates submitted too late to be rejected.
Article 56
If the constituency electoral commission finds that the list of candidates is not determined in accordance with this Act, it shall be rejected.
If the constituency electoral commission finds formal deficiencies list of candidates requires the applicant immediately to them in three days eliminated. If the formal deficiencies are not corrected in time, the Electoral Commission a list of candidates rejected.
In the cases referred to in the preceding two paragraphs Electoral Commission a list of candidates rejected in its entirety or only in respect of individual candidates.
Article 57
If the constituency electoral commission finds that the individual candidate set at two or more lists of candidates in the constituency, considered to be a valid candidacy, which was first established, and shall forthwith inform the applicant and the representatives of candidates.
The constituency electoral commission immediately sent to the state and the electoral commission data on the submitted lists of candidates. If the Central Election Commission determines that each candidate is a candidate on the lists in several constituencies considered valid candidacy, which was first established, and shall forthwith inform the constituency electoral commission, representatives of candidates and lists of candidates.
Article 58
The list of candidates is timely filed and determined in accordance with this Act, the constituency electoral commission confirmed.
Article 59
The decision on approving or rejecting the list of candidates issued by the constituency electoral commission not later than twenty days before the voting day. Decision sends a representative list of candidates.
Article 60
The constituency electoral commission shall draw up a list of approved lists of candidates in the constituency in order to be determined by lot.
The constituency electoral commission shall draw up a list of candidates to the vote in individual electoral districts. The order of the candidates on the list is the same as the order sheet in the list of approved lists of candidates.
Article 61
Lists of approved lists of candidates and lists of candidates to the vote in individual electoral districts shall be published in the media or in any other manner determined by the Central Election Commission, taking into account the principle of the widest possible awareness of voters and the principle of economy, not later than fifteen days before the voting day. The publication concerns the Central Election Commission.
Article 62
The media must publish lists of candidates with the information set out in this Act.
National Electoral Commission shall determine the media in which the publication of the list of candidates. The costs of publication shall be covered from the funds allocated for the conduct of elections.
IX. VOTING ON Polling

1. Organization and work at a polling station
Article 63
Polling stations determined by the district electoral commission.
Polling stations have a serial number.
Article 64
For each polling station shall be established a separate room. The room where the vote must be regulated so as to ensure the fulfillment of a secret ballot. Polling must be equipped in a manner that prevents observation of the voter in the fulfillment of the ballot.
The polling station shall be considered the building where the vote courtyard of the building and certain space around the building.
Election Commission prepared on time to all the polls, which are designated by the necessary number of the transparent voting boxes, printed ballots and other voting materials.
At the polling station is to be suspended proclamations lists of candidates, to the vote.
Article 65
On the day of voting is prohibited any agitation at the polling station.
Article 66
On the day before the election to gather the chairman and members of the electoral committee in the area where it will be voted on, and ensure that the space is properly arranged for the voting and collect the required number of voting boxes and ballots, certified the electoral register for the area of ​​the polls, newsletters, and more what is necessary for the voting at the polling station.
Election material from the preceding paragraph, the Chairman and members of the electoral committee also entered into no later than half an hour before the start of voting.
The acquisition of polling stations and voting materials from the first paragraph of this Article, the device Election Committee Minutes, signed by all the members and the chairman of the electoral committee.
Article 67
No later than half an hour before voting begins to gather the chairman and members of the electoral committee in the area where the vote and reviewed, if space is in the same condition as they left the day before the election, and if the election material in the same condition as at the date before the vote, particularly in order to check if the ballot box is empty. It is drawn up and signed by the President and members of the electoral committee.
2. vote
Article 68
Voting lasts continuously from 7 am to 19 pm. Polling, which are all voted on the electoral roll registered voters, can be closed before the 19th hour.
Electoral committees may in agreement with the district election commission determined that the vote ends after 19 hours, if necessary, to allow the vote to voters who would otherwise not be able to vote. The fact that the vote at the polling station ended after 19 hours, the district electoral commission to inform the representatives of candidates as soon as it has been adopted such a decision.
Notwithstanding the provision in the second paragraph of this article, the votes may not begin before 4 pm and does not stop after 23 hours.
Article 69
Voters who are absent on the day of voting, they can vote before that date, but no earlier than five days before voting day, not later than two days before the voting day. Voting takes place at a special polling station at the headquarters of the district electoral commission.
Vote water electoral committee, the district electoral commission shall be appointed in the manner prescribed in Article 41 of this Law.
After completion time of each early voting, the ballot boxes and other electoral material to be sealed; unseal it at each early voting and below before proceeding to the vote. The National Electoral Commission to establish uniform standards of protection of ballot boxes and other voting materials in time of early voting to determining the outcome of the vote.
Article 70
District Electoral Commission informs voters on polling day and the polling station at which they are enrolled on the electoral roll.
Article 71
A voter shall vote in person at the polling station at which he is registered on the electoral roll.
Voters give their first name and birth name, if necessary, their place of residence.
President or member of the Election Committee shall establish the identity of the voter identity document or in any other way. It can be identified on the basis of any identity document showing the voter's personal information.
Then the President or a member of the electoral committee encircling the serial number before the name of the voter in the electoral roll, a voter could be signed in the specified place in the electoral roll. President or member of the electoral committee checks whether the voter sign the right place and he handed a ballot. Voter is handed a ballot if you are unable or unwilling to sign. If you are unable to sign due to physical infirmity or other reason, or if it refuses to sign, the electoral committee specifically designated in the electoral roll. President or member of the electoral committee at the voter's request to clarify the technical aspects of the vote.
If someone mistakenly not been entered on the electoral roll, voting on the basis of a certificate by the competent authority, that is registered as a voter for the area of ​​the polling station at which he wishes to vote. This is recorded in the minutes; the certificate shall be attached to the minutes.
Article 72
The electoral committee must not deny the vote to anyone who is registered on the electoral roll for that polling station, nor to persons who are proved by certificates.
If a member of the electoral committee in respect of individual voters who want to vote, any remark, it is recorded in the minutes.
If she wants to vote in favor of the person whose name is on the electoral register already surrounded and its name already exists signature of the voter, and in section notes the designation of the second mode of voting is her name, place of residence and a possible statement entered in the minutes, vote her The electoral committee is not permitted.
Article 73
Voting is done by ballot.
Ballot papers for voting on candidates in electoral districts include:
-         code of the electoral unit,

-         designation of the electoral district,

-         serial number and the names of candidates in the order from the list of candidates and the names and surnames of candidates to be voted in the constituency,

-         voting instructions.

Voters may only vote for one candidate. A voter shall vote by circling on the ballot sequence number before the surname and the name of the candidate for whom to vote.
Article 74
Ballot papers for voting on candidates for deputy of the Italian and Hungarian national communities include:
-         code of the electoral unit,

-         names and surnames of candidates in the order from a list of candidates

-         voting instructions.

Voters vote so that the front of the names of candidates indicate the order of priority candidates with numbers from 1 onwards.
Article 75
When the voter completes the ballot, it cast in the ballot box and leave the polling station.
Article 76
In blank ballot papers and ballot papers on which can not be determined which candidate a voter has voted, they are invalid.
The ballot is valid if the voter to vote in a different way, as provided for in Article 73 and 74 of this Act, it is clear from the documents to which the candidate is voted.
Article 77
Throughout the vote must be present for all the members of the electoral committee and their deputies.
Throughout the voting may be present trustees individual lists.
The list of candidates can have no more than one trustee at a polling station. District Election Commission shall issue a trustee of the certificate that proves the electoral committee.
Article 78
Chairman of the electoral committee takes care with the help of members of the Board of peace and order at the polling station. If necessary, it can request police assistance. As long as the police officers at polling stations, under his leadership, and voting is interrupted.
Chairman of the Election Committee can anyone who disturbs the order at the polling station, removed from the polling stations, which are recorded in the minutes. The removal of a trustee decides electoral committee.
Nobody should get to the polling station with weapons or dangerous tools, except for police officers in the case referred to in the first paragraph of this article.
If this is necessary for the smooth vote, the President of the Electoral Board ordered that voters leave the polling station only to a certain number or individually.
Article 79
If a voter due to physical infirmity or because he was illiterate, could not vote as provided in this Act, shall have the right to bring with them a person who helps him meet or submit a ballot. This decision by the electoral committee and entered it into the record.
Article 79.a
Polling stations must be accessible to people with disabilities.
District electoral commission shall also determine at least one polling station where voters can vote who are not resident in the territory of the district, if communicated its intention to the district electoral commission, in which they are registered to vote no later than three days before the voting day.
Article 80
The vote is a transcript in which it is recorded all the important events at the polling station.
At the request of any member of the electoral committee and each trustee shall be recorded in the minutes of individual circumstances, particularly his opinion and his remarks to the minutes. The minutes shall be signed by the chairman and members of the electoral committee.
Article 81
Voters can not be called up to military exercises on the day of voting.
They can vote by mail voters who are in custody, prison to serve the sentence in a hospital or a social care institution for institutional care if you report this to the district electoral commission no later than ten days before the voting day. In the same way, they can also vote with disabilities to communicate this to the district electoral commission within the previous sentence and submit to the decision of the competent authority on the recognition of disability status.
People with disabilities can vote by mail as permanent if they notify the National Election Commission and submit to the decision of the competent authority on the recognition of disability status. This message is valid until revoked. The first message on permanent vote by mail must provide a disabled person within the period specified in the preceding paragraph.
Article 82
Voters who are registered in the voting rights of citizens of the Republic of Slovenia who have permanent residence in Slovenia, you can vote by mail or at the embassy of the Republic of Slovenia, if the state in which they reside, allows such a vote, or if it allows interstate agreement. These voters are timely sent ballot papers with attached voting card.
Voters who on the day of voting abroad, because there staying, you can vote by mail or at a diplomatic mission or consular post of the Republic of Slovenia, if you report this to the National Election Commission no later than 30 days before voting day, and if the country in which they reside, allows such a vote or if it allows international agreement.
If a voter to vote by mail ballot shall be considered if the envelope with the ballot accompanied by his handwritten signed electoral map.
To vote by mail abroad on diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Slovenia, the provisions applicable to the vote in the Republic of Slovenia.
Notwithstanding the provisions of Articles 73 and 74 of this Act shall be carried out by officially vote blank ballot paper, which contains the code constituencies and electoral districts and voting instructions. Voters expressed their will so that the space on the ballot handwritten or otherwise enter the full name of the candidate for whom to vote, or the name of a list of candidates for whom to vote.
Article 83
Voters who due to illness can not personally appear at the polling station where they are registered to vote, to vote against the election committee at his home. It must notify the district electoral commission not later than three days before the voting day.
3. Determining the outcome of the vote at the polling station
Article 84
When voting is completed, the electoral committee without interruption begins to determine the outcome of the vote. First, count the unused ballots and put in a special envelope, sealed. Then determine the electoral register and certificates, the total number of voters who voted, opens the ballot box, determine the number of ballots cast, how many invalid ballot papers and the number of votes given to individual candidates.
The election of delegates of the national community shall be established by the electoral committee preferential order of candidates.
Article 85
The work of the electoral committee in determining the outcome of the vote shall be drawn up. Him shall be entered: how much is in the area of ​​polls of voters according to the electoral how many electors voted according to the electoral how they voted with the certificate and how many total votes the ballot, how many invalid ballot papers and the number of votes given to individual candidates .
In the case of the second paragraph of the preceding Article shall be recorded in the minutes preferential order of candidates.
The record also contains any special views and comments of the members of the electoral committee and the trustees of lists of candidates.
The minutes shall be signed by the chairman and members of the electoral committee.
Article 86
Chairman of the Electoral Committee declared the results of voting at the polling station, but not before 19 hours.
The record of their work and other election material sent by the electoral committee the district electoral commission.
X. DETECTION outcome of voting via the electoral commissions

Article 87
District electoral commission shall determine the area of ​​the electoral district, the number of voters registered on the electoral roll, how many of them at the polling stations to vote for the electoral register and how many of them voted to confirm how many voted by mail, how many ballots were invalid, and the number of votes individual candidates and how many votes each list of candidates.
Electoral Commission in determining the outcome of the vote by mail ballot into account, received by mail to the district electoral commission by 19 pm on the day of voting, ballots that arrived by mail from the Republic of Slovenia until 12 am on the day after polling day and the ballot, which arrived by post from abroad to 12pm eighth day after the day of voting.
Envelopes with the ballot papers which arrived by post to the competent electoral commission by 19 pm on the day of voting, should have the postmark with the date and envelopes must be attached documents showing that the ballot was delivered to the post office before 19 pm on the day of voting.
The ballot papers which arrived by post to the competent electoral commission by 19 pm on the day of voting, the envelopes are not equipped in such a way that it shows that were delivered to the post office before 19 pm on the day of the vote, are invalid.
Article 88
District electoral commission composed on his work in establishing the election results for the area of ​​the electoral district minutes signed by the chairman and members of district electoral commissions.
District Election Commission sent a record of their work and other election material to the constituency electoral commission within the time limit set by the Central Election Commission.
Article 89
The constituency electoral commission is determined for each list of candidates, the number of votes given to individual candidates from the list of the electoral districts and the proportion of votes each of the candidates in the total number of votes cast in the constituency and the total number of votes that were cast for the list in the constituency .
If the individual candidate from the list of candidates to vote in two constituencies, the constituency electoral commission finds such proportion of votes a candidate in the total number of votes cast in the electoral districts.
The electoral commission determines the total number of votes cast for all lists of candidates in the constituency.
Article 89.a
The National Electoral Commission determines the area of ​​the country, the number of votes given to individual candidates from lists by electoral districts, the number of votes received by the list of electoral units and the total number of votes cast for all lists of candidates in the country. In the electoral commission takes into account the outcome of the vote on diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Slovenia and by post from abroad, received in the state election commission within the period specified in Article 87 of this Law. The outcome of voting in the preceding sentence, the Central Election Commission notes the electoral districts.
The National Electoral Commission communicated to the constituency electoral commission the final result of voting for each constituency.
Based on the determination result of the vote for the territory of the Member State electoral commission to determine what tier of candidates or lists of candidates of the same name are in the area of ​​the country received less than 4% of the total number of votes cast for all lists on national territory and taken into account in the allocation of seats.
Xa DETECTION ELECTION

Article 90
The number of mandates received by each list is determined by the rate, which is calculated by dividing the total number of votes cast for all lists of candidates in a constituency is divided by the number of deputies to be elected in the constituency , plus one, which shall be rounded to a whole number up. This coefficient is divided number of votes for the list . The leaves belong to as many mandates as many times as the quotient contained in the number of votes cast for the list.
Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, note which does not meet the condition set out in the third paragraph of Article 92 of this Law, the term of office does not obtain.
Article 91
The list of candidates is elected as many candidates as the number of mandates won sheet.
The list of candidates shall be elected in the order obtained by the proportion of votes in the total number of votes in the constituency and the total number of votes in two electoral districts.
If two candidates received an equal share of votes, the election shall be decided by drawing lots.
Article 92
Mandates that have not been divided into constituencies shall be distributed at the state level so that the sheets or the same candidate lists are allocated as many seats as the difference between the number of mandates, which would have been allocated on the basis of the sum of the votes at the national level, and the number of mandates, they have received in constituencies.
The distribution of mandates, it shall be determined how much of all 88 mandates belonged to the lists or the same candidate lists in proportion to the number of votes received in all constituencies. This is determined based on the sequence of the highest ratios calculated by dividing the sum of votes received by the list and the same candidate lists in all constituencies, divided by all numbers from 1 to 88 (d'Hondt system).
Those leaves and leaves of the same name, which in the area of ​​the country did not receive at least 4% of the total number of votes, the allocation of seats not taken into account.
Mandates from the first paragraph of this Article shall be allocated to the lists or the same candidate lists in order of the highest ratios in the previous paragraph, with higher ratios construed as mandates by the sheet or sheet of the same name received on the basis of Article 90 of this Law.
If any of the sheet or the same list in the allocation of seats in accordance with the first paragraph of this Article belonged fewer mandates than it has been in the division at the level of the electoral unit, in order to determine how mandates should belonged lists or the same candidate lists by adding the votes country level, takes into account the reduction in the total number of seats that have yet to be divided at the national level.
Article 93
Mandates obtained by the same-sharing at the national level shall be allocated to the lists in the constituencies, which have the largest remnants of votes in proportion to the ratio in the constituency of Article 90 of this Law. If you are in a constituency are divided all the mandates, the mandate granted leaves in the constituency in which the list next largest residue of votes in proportion to the ratio in the constituency. The list of candidates shall be elected in accordance with Article 91 of this Law.
Article 94
Results of the elections in the constituency determines the constituency electoral commission. About this and about his work drawn up and signed by the President and members of the commission. Minutes and other election material sent to the State and the election commission.
Results of the elections at the national level establishes the Central Election Commission. About drawn up and signed by the President and members of the commission.
Article 95
The electoral commission special constituencies for the election of deputies of the Italian and Hungarian national communities determine the number of voters registered on the electoral roll, how many of them voted, how many voted by mail, how many ballots were invalid and order of priority candidates.
The order of priority candidates are scored. For each first place is granted to the candidate as many points as candidates on the ballot. For each successive place a point less. Points obtained in the individual candidates, are added together.
Article 96
The deputy of the Italian and Hungarian national communities elected the candidate who received the highest number of points in constituency. If two or more candidates receive the same highest number of points, including the election decided by lot. Draw Electoral Commission made special voting units of the presence of the candidates or their representatives.
The electoral outcome in the preceding paragraph concludes Electoral Commission special voting units. About this and about his work drawn up and signed by the President and members of the commission. Minutes and other election material sent to the State and the election commission.
Article 97
Results of the elections to the National Assembly shall be published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
Article 98
Elected Member of the Central Election Commission shall issue a certificate of election.
XI. EXTPOST AND RE-ELECTION

Article 99
Subsequent elections shall be conducted if, in an electoral unit or at an individual polling station no vote was taken on the day fixed for the vote. Subsequent elections shall be called by the constituency electoral commission. For subsequent elections, the provisions of this Act on the general elections, the pilot must be within 30 days from the date that has been set for a vote in the general election.
Article 100
Repeat elections shall be conducted if the competent electoral commission due to irregularities that could affect the outcome of the election, repeal vote at the polling station and ordered new elections.
Repeat elections shall be called by the constituency electoral commission, if it is annulled elections the Central Election Commission, elections shall be called by the Commission.
Article 101
Repeat elections shall be conducted even if the National Assembly and the Constitutional Court in the case of an appeal does not endorse their mandate and the Central Election Commission determines that it is therefore necessary to carry out the re-election.
Repeat elections in the case referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be called by the Central Election Commission.
Article 102
The act of calling the elections shall fix the date of the vote to re-election.
Repeat elections on the basis of existing nominations shall be made within 15 days from the day of calling the elections. Repeat elections based on the new nominations shall be made within two months from the date of calling the elections.
XII. PROTECTION OF ELECTORAL RIGHTS

Article 103
Due to irregularities in the candidacies, each candidate or representative of a list of candidates the right to lodge an appeal with the constituency electoral commission. The objection may be filed by the deadline set for the submission of lists of candidates.
The constituency electoral commission must decide on the objection in the process of determining the legality of lists of candidates, within 48 hours of the deadline for the submission of lists of candidates.
Article 104
D ržavna electoral commission may annul or alter the decision of the constituency electoral commission issued in the process of certification of candidates, if it finds that the decision was improper or illegal, and no later than the date set for the publication of lists of candidates.
Article 105
Against the decision of the Electoral Commission, rejecting the list of candidates against the decision of the Election Commission in the second paragraph of Article 103 of this Act and against the decision of the National e Electoral Commission in the preceding Article may be appealed to the court with jurisdiction for administrative disputes, within 48 hours after receipt of the decision.
The court must decide on the appeal within 48 hours following receipt of the complaint.
The Court shall decide in panel of three judges.
Court to decide on the appropriate use of the provisions of the law on administrative disputes.
Article 106
Due to irregularities in the work of the Election Committee and district electoral commissions in the election of each candidate, a representative list of candidates and each voter has the right to lodge an appeal with the constituency electoral commission.
The objection may be lodged within three days of the vote. The constituency electoral commission must decide on the objection within 48 hours.
Article 107
If the constituency electoral commission ascertains such irregularities in the voting at the polling station or in the work of the electoral committee who are, or could materially affect the outcome of the elections be annulled voting at the polling station and ordered the re-election of the extent to which the voting was annulled.
If the constituency electoral commission ascertains such irregularities in the work of district electoral commissions that have, or could materially affect the outcome of the election itself determine the outcome of elections in the constituency.
Article 108
If the Central Election Commission establishes such irregularities in the work of the constituency electoral commission which are or could materially affect the outcome of the election itself determine the outcome of elections in the constituency.
Article 109
Against the decision of the Electoral Commission, which may affect the confirmation of the election of deputies, and against the decision of the National Electoral Commission in the fourth paragraph of Article 17 of this Act, every candidate and representative of a list of candidates the right to appeal to the National Assembly. An appeal against the decision of the Electoral Commission, which may affect the confirmation of mandates, may be filed no later than the meeting Credentials and Privileges Commission of the National Assembly, where this deal a report on the outcome of the elections to the National Assembly, the complaint relating to subsequent or repeat elections, but no later than 15 days from the date of the election. An appeal against the decision of the National Electoral Commission in the fourth paragraph of Article 17 of this Law may be filed no later than the meeting Credentials and Privileges Commission of the National Assembly, where this deal decision of appointment as Member for the remainder of the term of the National Assembly or decision of appointment as Member of time performs the function of Deputy Prime Minister, Minister or Secretary of State. The National Assembly shall decide on the appeal by approving the mandates.
The appeal referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be made in writing. It must contain the name and address of the applicant, stating that he is entitled to file an appeal, a decision the Electoral Commission, which is challenged, the name of the Member to whom the decision of the Electoral Commission concerns and the reasons and possible evidence.
XIII. PENALTY PROVISIONS

Article 110
A fine of EUR 300 shall be imposed on:
1.       anyone agitating at a polling station (Article 65),

2.       Whoever, after the vote, the strike chairman of the electoral committee does not want to go to the polls (Article 75)

3.       Whoever disturbs the order at the polling station (Article 78).

A fine of EUR 600 shall be imposed on whoever, contrary to Article 78 of this Act apply to the polls with weapons or dangerous tools or whoever without authority of the President of the Electoral Committee directs that leads to the polling station armed force or brings himself.
The tasks of the offense body for violations of 65 and 75 and Article 78 of this Act shall be performed by the police.
SHOW PURIFIED TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS



The Law on the National Assembly Elections (Official Gazette of RS, no. 44/92 ) contains the following transitional and final provisions:

"XIV. TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 111
In the first elections to the National Assembly political parties may submit lists of candidates in each constituency, if the list of candidates supported by signatures of at least three delegates chambers of the Assembly of the Republic of Slovenia.
Article 112
On the day this Act enters into force the Law on Elections to the Assembly (Official Gazette no. 42/89 and 5/90, Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 10/90 and 45/90), except for the provisions of the by-elections of delegates choirs municipal assemblies and special socio-political communities.
Article 113
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



Law Amending the Law on Misdemeanors (Official Gazette of RS, no. 13/93 ) also provides:

»24th Article
The laws, regulations and decrees of the Executive Council of the Assembly of the Republic of Slovenia and the Government of the Republic of Slovenia and the decrees of municipal assemblies and assemblies special socio-political communities amounts of money, which is set lower or upper limit of the prescribed fine for the offense, or the amount of the fine to be recovered immediately on the spot (Article 241 of the Law on Misdemeanors)
-         increased by 3 times, if they were activated before 22. 3. 1991;

-         increased by 2 times, if they were activated by 22. 3. 1991. ";

and contains the following final provision:

»28th Article
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



Law amending the Law on the National Assembly Elections (Official Gazette of RS, no. 60/95 ) contains the following final provision:

"2nd Article
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



The decision revoking the part of Article 87 of the Law on Elections to the National Assembly, establishing the detection result of the vote by post from abroad and the date of a possible re-vote on the election of the President of the Republic in 1997 (Official Gazette of RS, no. 67/97 ) in relation to partial repeal of Article 87 of the Law provides:

"If the National Assembly does not replace partially annulled the labor provisions of the first paragraph of the operative part of the new provision so that this subject has presidential elections in 1997, the competent electoral authorities in determining the outcome of the vote by post from abroad on the presidential elections in 1997 take into account the ballots that are received by them not later than 12 noon on the fifth day after the voting day.
The National Electoral Commission in the event that there is a re-vote (second round of) the election of the President of the Republic in 1997, hold a re-vote to be carried out on Sunday, 14 December 1997 ".



Constitutional Law on the Amendment of Article 80 of the Constitution of the Republic of Slovenia - UZ80 (Official Gazette of RS, no. 66/00 ) also provides:

"The election of deputies to the National Assembly in 2000 and the entry into force of amendments to the law governing elections to the National Assembly, carried out according to the law on elections to the National Assembly (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 44/92, 60/95, 67/97 - decision), in that it is:
-         the allocation of seats does not take into account the list of candidates who are in the whole country received less than four percent of the votes;

-         the allocation of seats in the constituency pursuant to Article 90 of the Law Droopov use ratio;

-         the allocation of seats at the national level by Article 92 of the Act, the sum of votes cast for the same candidate lists, which were filed in two or more constituencies, where the same candidate lists are allocated as many seats as the difference between the number of mandates, which would they have been allocated on the basis of the sum of the votes at the national level, and the number of seats they received in constituencies;

-         the allocation of seats at the state level does not apply the second paragraph of Article 93 of the Act. ";

and contains the following final provision:

" This Constitutional Act shall enter into force upon its promulgation in the National Assembly of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



Law Amending the Law on Political Parties - Political Parties Act (Official Gazette of RS, no. 70/00 ) contains the following final provision:

"2 7 . Article
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



Partial repeal the law on elections to the National Assembly, the National Council Act, the Act concerning the election of the President of the Republic and the Law on Local Elections (Official Gazette of RS, no. 73/03 ) in relation to the partial cancellation of Article 7 of the Act provides:

" Aside from the earlier of the disposition shall take effect 6 months after the publication of this decision in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
During the prescribed period from the second paragraph of this decision they have the right to vote the person, for which a court of competent jurisdiction extended parental rights over their adulthood as a result of a physical disability, unable to care for themselves, their benefits and rights. ".



Law Amending the Law on Elections to the National Assembly - ZVDZ-B (Official Gazette of RS, no. 78/06 ) contains the following transitional and final provisions:

"TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 32
People who have had a mental illness, retardation or disability by a final court decision devoid of legal capacity or extended parental rights of the parents or others through their majority before the enactment of this Act, have the right to be elected, but they have the right to vote.
At the proposal of a person who is entitled to lodge a statement of claim in the preceding paragraph, the court decides on the franchise persons referred to in the preceding paragraph in accordance with the second and third paragraphs of Article 2 of this Act.
Article 33
Notwithstanding the provisions of Articles 10 and 11 of this Act on the first elections to the National Assembly, which will be implemented after the enactment of this Act, no sex on the candidate list may not be represented by less than 25% of the actual total number of candidates on the candidate leaves.
Article 34
The effective date of this Act, the current secretary of the National Electoral Commission, a five-year mandate as director of department of the National Electoral Commission.
Article 35
16. Provisions and other articles of this Act relating to the introduction of transparent voting boxes shall apply from 1 1st 2007th
Article 36
Notwithstanding the provisions of the Voting Rights Register Act (Official Gazette of RS, no. 52/02), the electoral rolls drawn up so that the designate space for the signature of the voter, and handed over to the competent electoral commissions ninth day before polling day.
Article 37
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".



Decision finding that the Law on the National Assembly Elections and Local Elections Act unconstitutional because it does not govern the detailed rules on voting by post and rejecting the constitutional complaint (Official Gazette of RS, no. 54/07 ), provides:

" 1. The Law on the National Assembly Elections (Official Gazette of RS, Nos. 44/92, 60/95, 78/06 and 109/06 - hours. Pb) and the Law on Local Elections (Official Gazette of RS, no. 72 / 93, 7/94, 33/94, 70/95, 51/02, 72/05, 100/05 - hours. pb, 121/05, and 22/06 - hours. pb) are inconsistent with the Constitution, because it does not governed by detailed rules on voting by mail.
2. The legislature is obliged to remedy the established inconsistency within one year after the publication of this decision in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
3. Until the established inconsistency must have envelopes with ballots that arrive to the competent electoral commission by mail, the postmark or the envelopes should be supporting documents, showing the date of their submission to the post office.
[...] ".



Law Amending the Law on Elections to the National Assembly - ZVDZ-C (Official Gazette of RS, no. 23/17 ) contains the following transitional and final provisions:

"TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 21
The National Electoral Commission shall appoint secretaries of constituency electoral commissions and precinct electoral commissions and their deputies in accordance with the first paragraph of Article 36 of the law after the termination of the mandate of the electoral commissions, which were appointed to this position prior to the enactment of this Act.
Article 22
The first paragraph 79.a of this Act shall apply from 1 February 2018. Until then, the provisions of the first paragraph of Article 79.a of the Law on the National Assembly Elections (Official Gazette of RS, no. 109/06 - official consolidated text and 54/07 - dec. US), with the exception of the provisions of the last sentence, which refers to the ballot with voting machines.
Article 23
This Act shall enter into force on the fifteenth day following its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. ".
